The sensation that must be ex­
perienced by a man who takes a 
sudden drop from the Presidency to 
private life is something beyond the 
power ot the ordinary jterson to 
imagine. For seven long years a 
man stood at the head of the 
greatest nation on earth, having at 
his beck and call the great men of 
the country and having always at 
his service scores of secretaries, 
clerks and stenographers. Nearly 
80,000,000 of people were ready to 
shout themselves hoarse if he should 
come within sight of them. Almost 
all men with political ambitions 
strove to please him in order that 
they might win his favor. But at 
the end of his seven years of power 
and strenuous activity he suddenly 
dropped to life, shorn of all |>ower 
other than that of his own individual 
strength of mind and body, and dis­
placed in public attention by an­
other who had as suddenly arisen to 
rulership. One day a man rode in 
a government carriage with a body­
guard of secret service men about 
him; the next day he rode in a 
street car, paid his nickel the same 
as everybody else, and hung onto 
straps because he could not get a 
seat. The change was not one in 
outwird appearance only. One 
day the man had upon his mind all 
the varied
sponsiblities of government, 
next day he was care free, except 
for his own limited private business 
affairs. For seven years his mind 
has been intensely active in solving 
the multitude of problems that arose 
from day to day. In an 
entire burden was lifted 
had no longer a need 
special attention to matters 
craft.
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of state-
He could go to the quiet of 

his room and write an article for a 
magazine but how different is this 
from the tense excitement that ac­
companies the constant labor of 
handling numerous momentuous 
problems involving millions of dol­
lars, the happiness of multitude 
and perhaps the peace of nations. 
The mind thus relieved of all this 
burden, must feel, relatively speak 
ing, unoccupied, out ot his element, 
lonely and dissatisfied with his in­
activity. t

Men who become presidents are 
always active men, who are ac­
customed to take a prominent part 
in public affairs. Like men who 
have built up a successful private 
business, they find employment in 
hard work and cannot willingly be- 
idle. The head of a great indus 
trial enterprise is never ready to 
lay down the reinsand retire to quiet 
life. To cease to work is con­
trary to his nature. So it is with 
the man who has labored in public 
service until he has reached the 
presidency and served his term in 
that high office. It is not surpris­
ing, therefore, that men who have 
been presidents do not generally 
live long after retiring to private 
life, for they are accustomed to 
mental activity and the excitement 
of meeting and solving public ques­
tions. To stop work suddenly 
is a violation of the laws of their 
natures, and very naturally they do 
not thrive on comparative idleness.

Ex-President Roosevelt h »s 
chosen wisely in determining to go 
to Africa on a hunting trip. If he 
should re nain here he would find 
himself practically out of employ­
ment and with little to occupy a 
mind as active as his. In the new 
and strange scenes of an African 
jungle and in the dangers of the 
chase for wild animals of the tropics, 
he will find excitement enough to 
keep his mind active. A tour of the 
world will afford useful and inter­
esting employment, with himself as 
the center of attention wherever be 
goes. If he were to remain at 
home he would be almost lost from 
view while the new President oc­
cupies the center of 
man of energy and 
be “out of a job,” 
does not intend to
that undesirable position.—Oregon- 
ion.
