How to Make a Windmlill

The looklug alr engine is not |

it for bolting the two wood timbers
in place, the shaft is shown at B. and

the pump or working rod at D. This
rod may of course be connected to
any machine. If the two gear wheels

from an old mowing machine, be con-
nected at point B you will then have
a back geared mill, that will run with
much less wind, but will of course not
|do the work quite so fast; however, It
is to be preferred to the direct stroke,
that you would have without the gear-
Ing, and you will do away with the
thumping, and pounding. If neces-
sary, In building a large wheel, two
straight trees could be used for the
two outer posts of frame work. The
boxing, In the uprights, In which the
fron shaft revolves, should be kept
well lubrieated.—J. E. Bridgman, in
Farm and Home.

Live Stock and Fertility.

As a rule, the best farming 18 done
where some form of llve stock grow-
{fng and feeding is being practiced;
| however, It Is not correct to say that
| fertility ean not be maintalped without
live stock. The matter of maintaining
soll fertility by the use of legume crops,
alded by mineral fertilizers used to in-
crease the growth of these crops, Is
possible, although as a general propo-
sitlon it is not profitable.

K is not the fertility alone which
live stock brings to the farm, but the

organie matter which their presence
| brings to the soll. In addition to the
humus and plant food contained In

stable manure there are present cer-
taln bacteria that assist in the work of
making the plant food contalned in the
manure avallable to the growing plants.
After completing thelr work of mak-
Ing the plant food in the manure avall-
able to the plants, they selze and con-
tinue their work of nitrification as long
as conditlons are favorable.

E This explains why a small appliea-
| tlon of manure to certain soils will
| produce results far beyond the actual
[ fertilizing value of the manure that Is
| used. Another polnt In favor of live
stock growing and feeding is the fact
that all rational plans of maluntaining
[®oll fertility depend upon growing
{crops In the rotation that are adapted
| for anlmal feeding.

There are many llve stock growers
'and feeders who are not keeping the
[ productive qualities of thelr solls with
!nll of the manure they are making, as
| well as the crop growers. By proper
' eultivation and care a small amount of
manure goes a long ways,.—Agricultural
Epltomist.

“There no rest for the wicked,”
says the book, neither is there rest for
the farmer or any other man who loves
his work and is on the job all the time.
There are so many things which the
average farmer may do Iln the winter
which are both profitable and pleasant

| that any farmer, whether owner or ten-

ant, may find occupation every day he
may wish through the winter. Feed-
Ing eattle and hogs Is very pleasant
and nearly alweys profitable, not only
directly, but Indlirectly. Every load of
manure hauled out brings large re-
turns. The winter gives to man an ex-
cellent chance also to be in the shop
ind repalr farm machinery, bulld coops
and houses for the chilcks. See that
the plg houses are In good shape for
the coming litters and fix up the box
stalls for the early cows or mare, and
a hundred other things may be done.
Another very Important thing is to
have plenty of good posts made to use
on the farm the coming year. How
often do we see farmers stop right in
the busy sgeason to make posts and re-
palr fences, let alone building new.
There I8 no earthly excuse except lazl-
ness for a man hugging the hot stove
all winter.

Horse Stiable Stnlls,

for laylng out stalls of horse stable.
