We can easily petceive 
transportation problems here that 
would put rate making, common 
points, water competition and all 
that sort of thing in the shade- We 
can see nothing but a complete 
covering of parallel lines slow wires 
and fast wires, freight and p issenger 
wires, eait or northbound, west or 
southbound wires. We can con 
ceive of no invention so opportunely 
arrived as this in connection with 
the farmer’s uplift idea, none that, 
in his hiyher development, should 
contribute more to the gaiety of the 
nations,—Telegram.
