Linens and Laces, Muslins and Pom-
gees In Market.

If there I8 really one woman who
bas a dollar left after the holidays, now
s the time she can make It do the
work of five. Every store Is nearly
giving away unsold articles to make
place for the new. And the new is all
white, with much lace and fine sew-
Ing. Bargain counters hold remnants
of excellent goods, and a wise buyer
ean find broadceloth, silks and many
pther standard goods which are In the
way, and as fashions in this line
change so very little It pays to buy
them. A few wise virgins save thelr
money for just such opportunities.
They make smoking eaps out of thelr
father's and brother's old clothes with
the addition of a little gold braid and
a few stitches of embroidery or make
a denlm sofa cushion with the reci-
plent’s Initlals embroldered upon
for Christmas presents and then save
thelr cash for after holiday sales. And
these sales string along quite to Feb-
ruary. But let us speak of the dainty
pew wash and white dress goods.

The white list is large. The different
designs and apparently different mate-
rials all woven from cotton leave noth-
ing to be desired. There are batistes
in so great a variety that it would be
profitiess to attempt to glve them all
in detall, but I can say that there are
stripes, checks and embroldered fan-
cles, all white. In addition to the fan-
¢y swisses, there are also madras de-
slgus, French piques and muslins, both
crisp and soft.

The ancient dotted swiss Is shown
in great varlety—that Is, in the size of
the dots. These vary from pin head to
those the slze of a nickel. There are
also designs of tiny sprays of flowers
in natural colors, and these are In
wash sllk, so that the gown may be
laundered Indefinltely., Some others
have neat floral designs in a white
ground, while there are piques with al-
most the same floral figures. Pique is
one of the standard cotton goods, but
It is hard and does not feel delicate,
while it takes soll even sooner than
the thinner materials. And pique Is
harder to0 launder than thinner goods.

French linens, which are about one-
half linen and the rest cotton, are em-
broidered Ly machine. Batlistes are
always dainty, and this season’s out-
put shows the most delicate of de-
signs, reminding one of the “sprigged
mualin” of our great-grandmothers’
days. Then there is volle in cotton,
somehow manipulated so that it looks
like the finest wool volle, and other
eotton volles, which are mercerized so
that they look llke silk. Zephyrs there
are in every conceivable color and tint
and many mixtures of silk and sea Is-
land cotton striped and some In jac-

quard and Persian effects. Some of
these have borders woven along, to be
developed into directoire gowns for
street wear later In the season. Many
of the designs cannot be distinguished
from real silk in foulard effect. <

ia produced thirty-six inches wide In
dots on pretty ground and In plain col-
ora. Another half and half material
is shantung anglaise, which Is very
rich and lustrous and is often In all
the new shades, with self stripes.
These are satiny in effect.

A declded movement Is In having the
house dresses as slmple as possible,
In the 1l ation will be found one
frock of ulard In a rich woody
brown with white figures. It Is devel-
oped In much the style of what we
used to call the French walst and Is
remarkable for Its simplicity. The
other Is an afternoon gown of white
ewiss demitrain and of a semidirec-
toire style. There Is a bertha cape of
the muslin trimmed with rows of va-
lenclennes insertlon. A sash of pink
ribbon 1s carrled once and a half
around the walst and knotted at the
hip. These sashes are very pretty,
