Many Odors and Germs May Be Dis 
pensed With by Their Use.

Ex-President Roosevelt’s farmers’ 
commission, appointed for the purpose 
of investigating and reporting upon the 
conditions of the great farming indus­
try of our country, found that one of 
the greatest disadvantages the farming 
community has to contend with, owing 
to the absence of proper sewerage, was 
the unsanitary conditions surrounding 
the homes.

Now this same condition prevails not 
only upon the farm but also in small 
towns and suburbs of cities where there 
are no sewers or water works, and 
where the people have to depend upon 

j wells for their water supply.
Usually these homes have a well at 

the rear of the house, near the kitchen 
door. A few feet further will probab­
ly be an old style toilet, standing over 
an unwalled vault dug a few feet into 

' the ground. The greasy waters and 
slops from the kitchen are either con­
veyed by a pipe from the sink to a ho e 

j in the ground, or empited into the back 
I yard to putrify and from which the 
swarms of flies, attracted by the ob­
noxious oders from this decaying mass 
on the ground and in the toilet, carry 
disease and death into the house, as 
bees carry pollen from flower to flower. 
In the winter seasons we do not have 
the germ carrying flies to pollute our 
food, but we have an agent equally as 
t ad in the rains, which saturate the 
earth and carry the seepage from these 
polluted places down through the 
ground, uniting with and constantly 
contaminating the well water with ty­
phoid and other germs.

All of these dangers can be overcome 
at a comparatively small expense by 
the installation of a properly designed 
and constructed septic tank, with a 
glazed vetrified sewerage system con­
necting the house and toilet with the 
same. The tank being practically 
buried in the ground and hermatically 
sealed, with the inlet and outlet pipes 
beneath the water, there can be no 
oders escape from it. Even the water 
from the outlet, or overflow, of th« 
tank is clear, odorless and germless, 
ill of which are owing to the fact that 
the specific gravity of all vegetable 
and animal matter entering the tank 
v th its germs, odors, etc., cause it to 
float to the surface of the water, which 
is always maintained at a considerable 
distance above the oveiflow. Here it 
floats undisturbed while in it certain 
microbes develop which devour and de­
stroy it. A system of this kind can be 
put in without investing in high priced 
plumbing goods or the services of a 
plumber, as it is constructed principal­
ly of concrete and sewer piping. Any 
handy man should be able to install it. 
If a septic tank system was properly 
installed at such places as described in 
this article, those homes would be as 
sanitary as a home in the city.

Win er told. The California plan of 
burning oil in pipes laid throughout 
the orchard ami perforated at inter­
vals of 50 to 100 feet seems most like­
ly. to be favored in South Texas. This 
region- has the oil at its door, and oi! 
is more easily handled than wood tires, 
it is a certainty that South Texas or­
ange orchards ought to be given this 
protection, especially after the plant­
ing of other and more delicate varie­
ties than the Satsuma becomes general, 
it may not be needed oftener than once 
in two or three years, but at such Hirn's 
it will save orchards that, lacking 
tills protection, might be ruined. The 
orchard tires in California, where oil 
is burned, and In Florida, where wood 
is handler and cheaper and therefore 
most generally used, are regarded as a 
legitimate and necessary charge 
against the business. Not all the 
growers make tires—there are some 
men fu every business that delight in 
taking chances—but the majority of 
the best growers in both States, and 
especially in California, are prepared 
thus to save their orchard Investments 
—Houston Chronicle.

Barbed Wire Heel.
Here Is a device on which we can 

wind barbed wire which is much bet­
ter than an old barrel. The reel is 
mounted on a truck made of old 
buggy wheels with short shafts. The 
cart may be drawn along by a man 
while a boy steadies the reel to keep

it from unwinding too rapidly. For 
winding up wire the machine is best 
pushed Just fast enough to keep up 
with the wire as ft is being wound on 
the reel. A crank placed upon tlie 
reel proves serviceable in winding up. 
—Farm and Home.

For Alfalfa Bloat.
If a case of alfalfa bloat Is discov­

ered in time an ounce of hyposulphite 
of soda, dissolved in water, and given 
as a drench will prove effective. This 
can be repeated every half hour for 
two or three doses. Two ounces of aqua 
ammonia, well diluted with water or 
common soda, in half ounce doses can 
be given. Many cases of bloat can be 
relieved by causing the animal to 
stand with the hind feet in a ditch and 
the fore feet on the bank, as this po­
sition causes belching. From two to 
ten minutes’ time Is required. Some 
people claim to have observed that ex­
perienced bloaters learn to get them­
selves into such a position for blow­
ing off the burden. Blankets wrung 
out of cold water and wrapped around 
the abdomen or cold water dashed on 
with a bucket often gives relief.

Ground Corn for IIok«.
Owing to tlie very limited digestive 

capacity of swine for file consumption 
of bulky feed, corn cobmeal is not very 
satisfactory for purposes of swine 
feeding. This class of farm animals 
can use a much more concentrated feed 
Ilian any other class ami are much 
more inconvenienced by the presence 
of an excessive amount of crude fiber 
In rations, owing to their small stom­
ach capacity. We should much prefer 
cornmeal to corncob on that account. 
Brood sows or other hogs with plenty 
of framework could use a little corn­
cob meal to better advantage, but we 
see no particular reason In supplying 
it because such material contains prac­
tically no nutriment, and, 
sometimes used to make a 
bulky for sheep ami cattle, 
Itlve hindrance to swine.

Profit in Sheep.
Sheep eat and thrive on weeds and 

material that other stock do not relish. 
Every fence corner, fence row and 
weed patch will be more completely 
cleaned by them than by the scythe or 
hoe. A hundred sheep could be kept 
on any Western farm of eighty acres 
and one would scarcely miss the cost 
of tlieir care and keeping. They re­
turn In fertilizers about 95 per cent 
of all they have eaten. There is an 
old Spanish proverb, "The sheep's foot 
is golden," originating doubtless from 
the fact that sheep enrich tlie soil. No 
expensive buildings are needed. Secure 
some good range ewes and a pure-bred 
ram of some breed, and in a few years 
an excellent grade of sheep will result. 
We know a man over on the Western 
slope who runs a little band of sheep 
on his home ranch and gives them very 
little attention, yet they keep the pas­
ture free from weeds, and the returns 
from the lambs and the wool net a sat­
isfactory profit.—Denyer Field and 
Farm.

American Piffa Too Fat.
Not so very long ago most of the 

British varieties of pigs bad a tend­
ency to produce an undue proportion 
of Inordinately fat specimens where 
keep was of tlie licit. lieform is now 
wanted in the United States. The pigs 
of tlie West have been bred too much 
for fat or lard, but it will not be so 
easy to cure the very hurried finishing 
of the animals. An animal which lias 
plenty of exercise and only a moder­
ate amount of food during the growing 
stage is supposed to be developing lean 
flesh or muscle, but when it is trans 
ferred to a form of confinement and 
placed on a fatty diet such as maize, 
what can it do but lay on an excess 
of outside fat? The pigs which act as 
scavengers to maize-fed cattle do take 
a fair amount of exercise, but their 
diet is not of a mixed enough nature.— 
Glasgow Herald.
