“Taken as a whole, the annual 
gi-owth of our foreets under these con­
ditions does not exceed twelve cubic 
feet per acre, a total of less than seven 
billion cubic feet. That is, we are cut­
ting our forests three times as fast 
as they are growing. There is men­
ace in the continuance of such condi­
tions. While we might never reach 
absolute timber exhaustion, the un­
restricted exploitation of our forests 
tn the past has already had serious 
effects, and it will have much worse 
If it is allowed to continue unchecked.

"White pine, for instance, which 
v es once considered inhaustlble, has 
fallen off seventy per cent In cut since 
13S0, and more than forty-five per 
cent since 1900.
