The meeting of the Republican County Conven­
tion on Monday last was the signal for the assem- 
bling of all the sore-heads of both parties, wh 
hoped by concentrated pressure to break up th«

all the honorable ones. The Convention, however, 
with a manifestation of principle not often seen in 
that party, refused to accept the overtures of the 
mercenaries of both parties, who advised the Con­
vention to meet, elect a Central Committee and go 
home. After a stormy debate in caucus, it was 
decided to nominate a full ticket; and so far as 
tbst ticket is concerned, we have this to say, that 
no matter how much we detest and execrate the 
principles which it represents, it is composed of 
tbo very best material in the Republican ranks 
It will assuredly be defeated, but the Republicans 
(unfortunately for the Democratic party of this 
County), will have the consolation of knowing 
that it is not saddled with that accursed band of 
political mereenaries and traitors, whose lust for 
the ease and emoluments of office is only equaled 
by its utter want of principle, political or other­
wise, and whose presence in any party is a con­
stant source of discord and dissension. As a Dem­
ocratic journal we regret that the Republicans did 
not purchase this white elephant, which they could 
nut have sold, or given away afterwards, and 
which would have bankrupted them to have kept.

On motion of Mr. Rader, the temporary officers 
were declared to be the permanent officers of the 
Convention.

On motion of Mr. Johnson, a committee of five 
on order of business, consisting of W. A. Johnson, 
J. W. Manning, J. Meacum, Thos. Whight and 
41. Brown, was appointed by the Chair.

Ou motion of Mr. Klippel, Mr. T. B. Merry was 
appointed Assistant Sec’y.

On motion of H. Klippei, the Chair appointed a 
Committee of three on Resolutions as follows : II. 
Klippel, J. S. Herrin and F. Elymale.

Mr. Johnson, Cbairmun of the Committee on or­
der of business, reported the following order ot 
business which was adopted, viz : 1st, bomination 
for Senator; 2d, Representatives; 3d, Sheriff; 
4th, County Judge; 5th, New County Commis­
sioners ; 6th, County Clerk ; 7th, Treasurer ; Sth, 
Assessor; 9th, Supt. Common Schools ; 10th, Cor­
oner; 11th, selection of a County Committee. All 
of the above nominations to be made by ballot.

Mr. Klippel, Chairman of Committee on Reso­
lutions, reported the following which were adopt­
ed :

1st. Revolted, Tha* wo cordially endorse the 
Democratic State Platform.

2d. Revolved, That we are strenuously opposed 
to any amendment of the Constitution of this 
State, whereby the State, or any county, shall be 
permitted to contract an unlimited indebtedness 
for the benefit of any public or private corpora­
tion.

3d. Revolved, That we are strongly in favor of 
any and all railroad enterprises looking to the de­
velopment of the State in general, and Jackson 
county in particular.

W. A. Johnson moved that the Convention pro­
ceed to nominate, and that the person having the 
highest number of votes cast, be declared the nom­
inee. For State Senator the names of Col. John
E. Ross and James D. Fay were put in nomina­
tion. First ballot, Fay 36 ; Ross, 10. On mo­
tion, the nomination of Mr. Fay was declared 
unanimous.

For Representatives, the names of the follow­
ing person were presented : J. L. Loudon, A. J. 
Burnett, Jackson Rader, Capt. Thos. Smith, Dr. 
Geo. B. Tolman, A. Davidson, Joseph Wells, and 
Col. John E. Ross. Fisrt ballot resulted as fol­
lows : J. Rader, 32 ; J. Wells, 24 ; A. J. Burnett, 
21 ; J. E. Ros», 21; T. Smith, 15 ; J. L. Loudon, 
15 ; G. B. Tolman, 6 ; A. Davidson, 6. Jackson 
Rader and Joseph Wells were declared duly nomi­
nated. The second ballot resulted as follows : 
Hoss, 24 ; Burnett, 23 ; whereupon John E. Ross 
was declared duly nominated, and the nominations, 
on motion, were made unanimous.

For County Judge, T. H. B. Shipley, James R. 
Wade, James R. Neil and Jos. Wells were named. 
Oc motion of W. A. Johnson, a majority of all 
the votes cast in the Convention was made neces­
sary to a choice. First ballot—Shipley, 19 ; 
Wade, 16 ; Neil, 8 ; Bledsoe, 4. Second ballot— 
Shipley, 26; Wade, 17 ; Neil, 4. On motion, the 
nomination of Mr. Shipley was made unanimous.

1 For County Commissioners. John Stout, James 
1 Hamlin, J. 8. Herrin, Dr. Greenmail, D. Kuder,

F. Heber and Thos. Wright were named. The 
1 first ballot resulted as follows : Stout, 13 ; Hamlin,

1 ; Herrin, 20 ; Kuder, 18 ; Greenman, 4 ; Heber, 
15 ; Wright, 23. Second ballot—Wright, 33 ; 
Herrin, 30; Kuder, 14; Stout, 8; Heber, 7; 
Hnmlin, 1 ; Greenman, 1. John S. Herrin anc 
Thos. Wright were declared the nominees, and on 
motioft the nominations were made unanimous.

Nominations for County Clerk being in order, 
Mr. Johnson withdrew the name of W. H. S. 
Hyde. On the first ballot, E. D. Foudray received 
23 and 8. J. Day 24 votes. The nomination of 
Mr. Day was made unanimous.

Dr. E. II. Greenman was nominated for Coronor 
by acclamation. K. Kubli, W. J. Plymale, Henry 
Brown, D. Fisher and James D. Fay were elected 
the Democratic Central Committee for the ensuing 
two years, and James D. Fay was elected Chair­
man of such Committee.

On motion of W. A. Johnson, tbo Legislative 
nominees were instructed to support only a sound 
Democrat for U. S. Senator.

On motion, the proceedings of the Convention 
were ordered to be published in the Democratic 
News.

On motion, the Convention adjourned tine die, 
with three cheers for the State and County Ticket.
