I 
am beside myself with stark, down­
right fear, aud I have no Idea left In 
my bead except to run like a rabbit. 
All pride, self respect, dread of ridicule 
and even the Instinct of self defense 
are scattered to the winds, and I be­
lieve, honestly, 1 would be capable of 
any Infamy In order to escape. I have 
no hesitation In confessing this, be­
cause, as far as I have been able to 
find out, everybody acts exactly tho 
same way In the throes of nightmare, 
and I feel certain I would not mnke 
such a pitiable spectacle of myself In 
real life, no •a lte r  what might befall.

“I tliluk that the explanation of the 
nightmare panic Is to be found In tho 
fact that the dream Is almost Invari­
ably nceompanluil by a sense of suffo­
cation. It Is well established that 
choking—the ‘shutting off of one’s 
wind,’ to use a homely phrase—has an 
effect upon the mind which Is entirely 
distinct and different from that pro­
duced by any other form of pain or 
peril. It fills the victim with such hor­
ror and distraction that he Is for the 
moment Insane. He will do nnythlng 
to get relief. This has been brought 
out on more than ono occasion In. the 
defense of men who have been choked 

, and killed their nssalluuts, and Judges 
have held that the circumstance« of 
such an attnek should lie given special 
consideration ns extenuating the deed.

, In dreams the entire nervous system Is 
relaxed, nnd It Is nnturnl to sup|ioso 
that the mental effect of suffocation 
would l,e Intensified. At least, thnt Is 
the best apology I have to offer for my 
sprints through nightmare land.”—New 
Orleans Times-Democrat.

What a contentious crowd the In­
habitants of the village, then known as 
Breuckelen, now part of Brooklyn, 
was!

The early records are filled with 
reports of Inquiries Into the cause of 
rioting and disturbances of the pefiee. 
The early court records consist largely 
of actions brought for slander and as­
sault. It Is recorded that a man was 
arrested for calling an official a “snap- 
pertje,” another was put In Jail, charg­
ed with having called his neighbor a 
“dick beestc” and still another wns 
clapped Into jail for having called a 
certain official a "bloodsucker." Some 
of the old Dutch records make Interest­
ing reading.

And the court meted out Justice In all 
these cases with a regard for common 
sense and a disregard for statute law  
that one cannot help but admire. One 
Instance o f curious adjustment of 
penalties may he cited:

The village tavern keeper and a con­
tentious woman both appeared before 
the court, asking Justice. They had 
quarreled. The woman had aecus«ed the 
Innkeeper of watering hts brandy, and 
he In turn had applied an opprobrious 
epithet to the woman. The court after 
bearing the evidence adjudged both to 
be guilty. With rare discrimination 
In making the punishment fit the crime 
the man was fined tl gulden and the 
woman, who had Impugned the quality 
of the brandy, was fined 20 gulden.

With hundreds of times the popula­
tion today, the courts of 3rooklyn do 
not have one-tenth the slander or as­
sault cases lhat they bad seme 200 
years ago. and. as for a riot, there has 
not been one of any magnitude even 
threatened In more than a score of 
years.—Brooklyn Eagle.
