Chinese Barbarity.

We commend the following from the
Overland Trade Report, to the consid.
eration of Gov. Woods, who vetoed the
late law looking to the removal of

Chinese barbariuns from among us.
The Report says :

It is now some time since we have
had to record one of those dreadtul
outbreaks which tuke place at sea on
board ships engaged in the coole trade,
and it is doubtful if at apy time a more
daring ana successful attack by Chivese
emizrants ever took place. For atroc-
ity and utter recklessness the case scems
without parallel, and it is only to be
woudered that a survivor ever reached
land to give the details of the tragedy
which has taken place. It appears that
the 2d of February, this year, the [tl-
ian ship Therese, Capt. Bollo, left Ma-
cao for Calluo with 293 coolieson board,
being well found in everything requis-
ite for such a voyage. All went well
until the 5th of April, when_ the ship
being off New Zeland, thecoolies, with.
out the least warning, rose en masse and
attacked the officers and crew. In the
struggle for the mastery twelve of the
crew were murdered. The savages
having obtain. d possession of the ship,
commenced ransacking her, in which
operation  frequent quarrels arose for
the possession of ditterent portions of
the valuable cargo The captain was
tied up and threatened with death if he
did not at once turn the ship's head
haek toward Chiva, and this he was
eonmpelled to do to save his life and that
of his wife, who, sud to say, was on
board with him, a witness tothe fright.
ful seenes ot daily occurrence on board.
Daring the voyage back the Cuptain
and his wife were treated with the at-
most cruelty by these inhuman wreteh-
es. being deprived of water among
other things, a drop being oocasionally
viven, alter begged and prayed for.
On the 5th day of this month the ill
futed vessel arrived oft Cha-to, a small
coast port not far trom Macon. Of the
two hundred and ninety three who left
Macon only one hundred and fifty came
bak to that place; above one huundred
and forty deaths thus taking place on
board since the Gth of April.  They
fought among llll‘lll:-il'l\'l!.‘-i, and even
had elan fizhts on board, for oue ocea
sion no less than fifty Hakkas were
murdered by Puntis, in a quarrel last.
ing two hours  Oun arrival at Cha-fo
on July Gth, the Captain had the hor-
ror of !‘Cl‘illg his brother, the first-mate,
murdered betore his eyes; without the
power of raising his hand in the p or
fellow's detense.  Here the coolies dis-
charged all the cargo, cousisting of silk
picee goods, oil, tea, pepper ete., and
sold everything on shore. They even
took the clothes of the remainder of the
erew and disposed of them. The man-
darins at Cha-fo never interfered on
the Captain’s behalt. but allowed the
coolies to do what rhey liked, and as
far as looting is concern. d, they did the
work most thorouhg'y, for-they cleared
the ship of evarything of va'ue. The
Captain was at last, on the 12th of this
month, allowed to leave these fiends,
and go where he wished, a privilege
very quickly taken advantage of, he ar
rived at Macon on the 14th instant.
Mrs. Bollo is suflfering most acutely
from the effects of the bloody seenes
throngh which she has passed. and the
Captain himself has not escaped with
out considerable suffering from the ter.
rible situation in which he was placed,
being three months on board a ship
with men. who are only one remove
from savag:s, and during that period
uncertian as to whether his life would
be spared from day to day, or even
worse, that bis wife might not become
a prey to the cruelties of the wretches
with which his ship was crowded.

A RespectABLE DENTIST ELOPES.
—The elopement of a respectable dea-
tist of Pittsburgh. Penn , with a young
lady employed in his dental establish.
ment as an attendant on lady visitors,
has been the subject of a great deal of
gossip during the past month in social
circles there, although the escapade
has thus far been kept out of priot.
The case is a aistressing one in all re.
spec's. The dentist was in the em-
ployment of a large and lucrative prae-
tice, and was rapidly acquiring wealth.
lle left the city without any intima-
tion to his family as to his plans and
purposes, and suspicion was first arous-
ed by the tact that the voung l:ld}' em
ploved in the establishment disappear-
ed at the same time. As netiher of
them has since been heard of, the con~
clusion seems to be irresistable that
they left together.

The saddest part of the story is that
the dentist deserted, in his infatnation
and folly, an estimuble and devoted wife
and three children. It is said that he
converted all of his available property
into money. The partoer of his flight
shame. and disgrace has hitherto borne
a respectable character; she isa young
woman of more than ordinary intelij.
gence and personal attractions. This
seems to be one of the most inexcu-
gable and depraved instances of crime
that has occurred in that city for many
years. The offender stood high in the
community ; he was a prominent mem-
ber of one of the principal churches,
and was remarkably punctilious in the
discharge of his church duties,—~ Reqd-
