Root Crops.

The root crop is far better enti-
| tled to be called “the pivotal erop”
of the farm than grassis. It isin-
deed the pivot arovnd which the
whole of the farm work will revolve.,
' Five acres of roots should yield
from four thousand to five thon-
sand bushels or ove hundred and

fifty tons. One ton of roots will

| forty to fifty days, aund the five acres
will therefore provide for the feed-
ing of thirty head of stock during
six months. With this supply of
roots and plenty of straw and some
purchased bran or oil cake meal,
then, thirty head of stock can be fed
or fattened, and by good manage-
ment two hundred tons of exce)-
lent manure can be made for the
improvement of the land. If this
‘crop, then, does not deserve to
‘oceupy the central position in the
