" Mrs. Druse Hanged.

Herkimer, N. Y., Feb. 28.—
Roxalina Druse, who murdered her
husband, George Druse, in Decem-
ber, 1884, was hanged for the crirae
at noon to-day. After services last
evening Mrs. Druse remained up
until about 11:30. Deputy Sheriff
Mannion, with Mr. and Mrs. Wat-
erman, the death watch, induced
her to lie down, and she had about
an hour's quiet sleep. She awak-
ened with a start, and upon arising
began to write letters as calmly
as she had at any time during her
incarceration. In one of these
she thanked the Sheriff for his
Kindpess to her, and asked for
Christian burial.  After writing,
she lay down again and fell into a
doze. She was attacked with
hysterics of a violent form, and it
required considerable effort on the
part of the watchers to arouse and
calm her. During the night she
ate one of the heartiest meals that
she bad eaten since she was a
priscmer. She had about two
hours’ rest after 4 a. m., but did not
sleep soundly at any time.

One of her first wvisitors this
morning was Superintendent Irv-
ing Terry, of the Onandaga peni-
tentiary, who brought a farewell
from her daughter Mary, who is a
life prisoner. This visit had a
most exciting effect upon Mrs.
Druse. Rev. Dr. Powell visited
Mrs. Druse about 9, and did all in
his power to ealm her and prepare
her for the awful moment.

Every road leading into town was
dotted with sleighs, erowded with

furcoated men and not a fewwomen.
The crowd in the village increased
on the arrival of every train, and in
spite of the extreme cold, men,wom-
en and children stood about the
streets surrounding the jail. The
execution was witnessed by twen-
ty-five persons, including officials.
