Washington, June 20th, 1887.
More than likely the sultry sum­

mer heat of the past few days, has 
not been an unmitigated evil. 
Personal comfort is very apt to 
set aside every other pursuit which 
does not aid in its attainment.

The recent topics of ordinary 
conversation and of news paper 
discussion, have not tended to al­
leviate, but rather to irritate the 
natural excitability of men when 
their sentiments are touched upon.

The St. Louis episode, where 
the municipality and the d . A. K. 
both seemed inclined to discluiru 
the responsibility for the invitation 
of the ifresident of the United 
States to that city, during the j>eri- 
od of a celebration which belonged 
peculiarly to the latter, was instru­
mental in stirring up considerable 
feeling.

More recently, the battle-flag 
controversy,over-shadowed the first 
topic, and with the electric quali­
ties of both speed and heat, was 
likely to have assumed a decidedly 
angry look, but thanks to the torrid 
wave, the multitude spontaneously 
sought some less heating diversion. 
When the thermometer is indicat­
ing ninety degrees, sufferii.g and 
perspiring humanity forgets all 
else save a desire to mop its face, 
fan itself, divest itself of superflu­
ous raiment, and administer cool­
ing decoctions to the interior de­
partment The ¡Militicians will, 
however, manage to keep these top­
ics alive for a while longer, in the 
hope of making capital for their 
respective parties; but the promise 
of the era of good feeling which all 
patriots hope for aud expect, grows 
brighter and neaier fulfillment ev- 
ery year, and no one thoughtfully 
considering all the circumstances 
of the case will be discouraged by 
these incidents.

The action of the president in 
promptly and setsibly abandoning 
the proposed return of captured 
flags, when he discovered what its 
effect would be upon the minds of 
a large class of people, and that a 
doubt existed as to the legality of 
the transfer by him unauthorized 
by congress, should end the matter. 
Although, doubtless intended to 
promote the good feeling which 
was so conspicuously displayed 
heie at the national drill, and is 
now being exhibited by the enter­
tainment at Boston ami Lvnn, and 
elsew here, of Hubert E. Lee, camp 
of Confederate veterans, by Grand 
Army of the republic’s posts, it 
had the effect of reopening the Dot 
entirely cicatrized wounds; but the 
balm of better acquaintance with 
the persons and motivfs of each 
other, will eventually heal these 
tender spots, until a complete rec­
onciliation of the sections will be 
effected.

These two questions, referred to, 
haviug occurred almost simultane­
ously, and the prominence which 
the Grand Army of the Republic 
has taken in each, has had the ef­
fect of attracting considerable at­
tention to that organization here 
hnd elsewhere. Having no politic­
al meaning, from a partisan stand­
point, this organization is but a 
kindred one to those that have ex­
isted in most countries, and nota­
bly in that of France. It is a 
power in the nation, but a power 
exerted in behalf of loyalty to 
country,and beneficence toward the 
country’s defenders. In this city, 
the order has some peculiar fea­
tures, such as the Department E m ­
ployment committee, w hich sees to 
the enforcement of the provisions 
of law respecting the preference 
to be given to soldiers and sailors, 
other things being equal, both foi 
appointment to and retention in 
office; a pension committee which 
aids the soldier, his widew aud 
orphan, in the establishment of 
proofs necessary to place them on 
the pension rolls of a relief corps,

which comes to the succor of com­
rades who are brought here in the 
hope of obtaining either pension 
or employment, and whose means 
have become exhausted, and, last­
ly, the important part taken in all 
parades and ceremonies of a na­
tional character.

These features necessarily place 
this department of the G. A. K. in 
the foreground, as a representative 
one, and a glance at its present 
condition here, may be of interest. 
The now building known as G. A. 
II. Hall, is oue of the most imj>o8- 
ing, on the most prominent thor­
oughfare of the city. It is directly 
opposite one of the first hotels, ami 
is a welcome improvement over 
the old dilapidated build ¡ugs 
which sto<xl upon ita site so long, 
to the wonder af strangers looking 
from the hotel front. It is four 
stories iu bight, all but the ground 
floor being used for Grand Army 
purposes. On tlio second floor is 
a splendid hall with ante-rooms, 
etc., and the third and fourth are 
devoted to the uses of the different 
posts of the department.

The organization here is in a 
prosperous condition, and numbers 
u[x»n its muster rolls, our most 
prominent aud influential citizens 
of private aud official life.
