POPULAR CHRYSANTHEMUMS. |

How te Propagate Them From Cuttings.
Three loasing Varietles Deseribed.

It is well within the bounds of possi-
bility to produce flowers of the finest
quality npon plants that are inserted in
the soil as enttings any time from Dee.
15 to March 15, As a general rule, how-
ever, those planted in February give the
greatest salisfuction. A place which can

be kept close and at a temperature of
abont 43 degrees, with the cuttings near |
the gluss, and a moist and firn surface, |
such as sand or ashes, on which to stand
the pols, is just the right place.

Firm, bealthy, short jointed shoots
should be selectad for cuttings, The cut-
ting shonld be at least 3 inches In length
and ecut horizontally with a sharp knife
just below a jeint. The leaf at the base |
may be removed and all others retained. |
The small pot {8 well drained, Alled with
a rather fine mixture of loam, leaf mold |
and sand in equal parts, with a thin
tayerof sund onthe top.
