CO-OPERATIVE DAIRYING.
F a d s  s a l  F i n n s  for  I s  

Creamery B r n s s s .
Interesting Expert Teetimony on Co- 

Operation and Dairying lor Profit 
in Coquille Volley.

Ed. Ho a u i: Having been ac­
tively interested in the dairy busi- 
ne«H during the paat eleven yearn in 
different countries end under var­
ious conditions, several parties call­
ing at this creamery have urged 
me to publicly give my opinion aa to 
which plan of dairying I thought 
the moat satisfactory to all parties 
concerned. I therefore take the 
liberty of asking you, Mr. Editor, 
to allow me space iu your paper, 
hoping my suggestions will prove 
to be of some interest to your read­
ers.

Recent statistics show that of the 
many thousands of creameries in 
operation in Sweden, Denmark, Eng­
land and the English colonies, Can­
ada, Australia and New South Wales, 
over 60 per cent are running on 
the co-operation plan. This plan of 
conducting the creameries has 
grown so much in favor of late 
years, that the predictions are, 
nearly all tlie creameries will in the 
near future be operated on that 
basis. This pretty conclusively 
shows what plan of dairying is giv­
ing the most universal satisfaction.

The co-operative plan possesses 
many advantages, the chief ones 
being—First, that the producer 
knows exactly what he is doing; in 
other words, he knows for a cer­
tainty that he is getting all that bis 
milk is worth, and no business can 
well succeed without the full con­
fidence of those who support it 
Secondly, it teaches the farmers to 
combine their interests and manu­
facture their butter on as large a 
scale as possible, thus reducing the 
cost to a minimum. In order to 
show how important this last 
item is, I will give a few approxi­
mate figures as to the valuo of the 
creamery plants on this river and 
the amount of work they perforin. I 
repeat, ths figures are approximate, 
as I  have no data. Let u b  therefore 
value Coquille creamery at $7000; 
Arago, $5000; Myrtle Point, $5000 
(including its skimming station), 
and Gravel Ford creamery, $4000. 
This makes together $21,000. We 
will l ow say that these creameries, 
during the month of June for in­
stance, handle— the Coquille cream­
ery 10,000 lbs., Arago 14,000 lbs., 
Myrtle Poiut 5000 lbs, and Gravel 
Ford creamery 3000 lbB. a day, or 
together 32,000 lbs. of milk. These 
creameries are not built for specu­
lation or money-makiug, but their 
owners naturally look to the farm­
ers not only for the interest on the 
capital invested in these plants, but 
for the insurance and taxes also. 
Consequently the producers of these
32.000 pounds of milk must, by 
dividing up their milk between 
four factories, pay interest on $21,- 
000, plus taxes and insurances. 
Now, for an exampla: If the Coquille 
creamery put in about $2000 worth 
more of machinery, it could handle
40.000 pounds of milk a day, or all 
the milk produced along the Co-, 
quille river from Gravel Ford to 
Bandon, and the producers of this 
milk would only have to pay the 
interest on $9000 instead of $21,000, 
as at present, and insurance and 
taxes on only one creamery instead 
of four.

But another almost larger item is 
the question of wages for employes 
running these four creameries. For 
the manufacture into butter of tboee
32.000 pounds of milk the pro­
ducers have to pay the wages of 
four experts, and I  would guess, 
five assistants. If the milk was 
handled by one creamery only oue 
expert and three assistants would 
be necessary.

I have beard many wondered why 
those creameries do not succeed as 
well as the creameries in Humboldt 
county, Cal. Some claim it is be­
cause we do Dot get as high prices 
for bntter os Humboldt creameries. 
That is not so. Last winter while 
I was in San Francisco I went to 
two firms dealing largely in Hum­
boldt butter, and pretending to be 
a buyer asked for prices. Wbeu 
comparing the prices aaksd with tho 
market reporta I found that in no 
instance wss there a higher price 
than 1 cent above the top quota­
tions. Anyone who wishes to sat­
isfy himself aa to the correctness of 
this can easily do so. And why 
shonld Coos butter not be equal to 
Humboldt» Surely the milk pro­
duced here is fullv as good as that 
of Humboldt; m fact, I believe 
Coos milk is better, if one was to 
jndge from the test sheets of the 
creameries. And it stands to rea-1 
son as well as science that good , 
milk will, with proper treatment, i 
produce good butter. The com-1

muuicationa with San Francisco are 
such that butter can be shipped 
twice a week, and that is often 
eaough. Since the Dairymen’s 
Union of California commenced 
handling this creamery's butter the 
account “sales” have shown from | 
to 1 ceot above the top quotations at 
the time of sale, while the commis­
sion-men have more than once 
claimed the butter to be equal in 
quality to Humboldt (In this mat­
ter I refer you to Mr. Sanford, su­
perintendent for the Coquille 
creamery patròna.) Although I 
have not heard, I am satisfied the 
other creameries on the river have 
realized fully as good results, and 
that ought to show that Coos but­
ter will bring aa maoh as Hum­
boldt

Last spring I had the pleasure of 
making the acquaintance of a gen­
tleman from Humboldt and a patron 
of the Areata creamery. He told 
me that the daily receif ta of milk 
at that factory was then 40,000 lbs. 
When asked about the price paid for 
butter-fat, he stated it at 20 cents, 
which I remember waa just the top 
quotations for butter at that time. 
Does that indicate that the Areata 
creamery is getting a higher price 
for its butter than tho quotations of 
the buttor-raarketf Not at all. 
Let us figure out what the skim- 
milk and the butter churned out 
above the test is worth to them a 
day: 40,000 lbs. of milk makes
about 38,300 lbs. of skiinmilk and 
buttermilk, which, at 54 cents per 
100 lbs. is worth $21. I have beard 

! said the Areata creamery lay claim 
' to churn from 10 to 12 per cent 
above the test, but to be on the 
safe side let us assume it only 
reaches 6 per cent, which is about 
the amount churned out above the 
test at this creamery. If the aver­
age test then had been 4 per cent, 
the amount of butter-fat received 
per day would be 1600 lbs., while 
the amount of batter churned out 
would amount to 1700 lbs., thus 
making a gain of 100 lbs. of butter. 
These 100 lbs. at 20 cents is $20, 
which together with the skimmilk 
makes $41 a day. This will so 
nearly cover the cost of manufac­
ture, freight, commission, interest on 
capital in plant, etc., that the Ar­
eata creamery can afford to pay the 
same price for butter-fat as what 
the butter sells for in San Fran­
cisco. Thus we see that the whole 
secret of their success lies in the 
extra large quantity of milk handled 
by one factory, and not because 
they get any higher price for but­
ter than we. If these 32,000 lbs. 
of milk produced along the Coquille 
river bad all been handled by one 
factory the same results would have 
beeu obtained. The price for but­
ter-fat would thus hnve been equal 
to the top quotatiousfor fancy cream­
ery butter, and would this season 
have been the lowest, 15 cents, and 
highest, 31 cents, which I believe is 
ns high a price as we have received 
for butter so far this season. In­
stead of these figures, the patrons 
on this river ,re „ getting for their 
butter-fat 4 |p- 6 cents below the 
murket price for butter, or about 
equal to the price they would get 
if they made their butter at home. 
This shows that there is something 
radically wrong in the present sys­
tem of dairying on the Coquille 
river.

I  have known several farmers
around here to say they wished 
somebody would build a creamery 
in their neighborhood, as it would 
save them the freight and expense 
of sending their milk to tha factory. 
This is being “penny wise and 
pound foolish", and half a minute’s 
calculation will prove that to anyone. 
If by sending his milk to a co-oper­
ative factory handling large quanti­
ties of milk the producer would 
realize from 4 to 6 cents more per 
pound for butter-fat than be other­
wise would if he patronized a home 
creamery, it means ths same as from 
16 to 20 cents more per 100 lba. of 
milk of a 4 per cent test If the 
freight is 6 cents per 100 lbs. there 
would be a clear gain of from 10 to 
14 cents per 100 lbs. of milk and 
that amounts to a great deal in a 
season. Why should anyone then 
be foolish enough to wish for a 
home creamery to be supported at 
a great loss? Any more creameries 
built and started aloug this river 
under the present conditions will 
only add that much more useless 
capital to that already so wastefully 
expended, and prove that mach 
more of a burden to the already 
overburdened milk-producers in 
this valley.

The best plsn therefore will be 
for all the fanners of this valley to 
combine their interests anil organize 
a factory to be operated on the co­
operative plan. I would suggest 
the Coquille creamery as the plant 
moat efficieut and best fitted for the 
purpose of doing the work. I am 
entirely impaciai in this respect, 
and recommend this creamery 
merely because I honestly believe 
it to be tbe best located. If the ; 
farmers had any doubt on this score i 
they could appoint a committee to I 
thoroughly investigate the merits of 1 
the four creameries, their advantages '

' and disadvantages, location, capac­
ity and adaptability to cheaply and 
effectively handle large quantities of 
milk. I am satisfied the verdict will 
be unanimously in favor of Coquille 
creamery. It is built for that pur­
pose, and must in time become the 
leading creamery in Coos county, 
whenever tbe milk-producers feel 
tired of supportingseveral unneces­
sary creameries. The Myrtle Point 
creamery could be used aa a skim­
ming station, draining the countiy 
around there and Gravel Ford, thus 
doing away entirely with the Arago 
and Gravel Ford craameries, as they 
are so located and built that they 
cannot handle large quantities of 
milk sxrept to a very great disad­
vantage and enormoH» expenditure 
of labor, and consequent expense to 
tha patrons. Moreover, the patrons 
should, for the use of the plant, pay 
a cash rent equivalent to a decent 
interest on the capital invested in 
the factory, plus insurance and taxes. 
This arrangement would leave the 
patrons free to hire their own 
craamery hands, and they would 
thus control the entire business.

A plan which has succeeded so 
well in other plaoes and countries 
must succeed here, and if a trial 
was made the patrons would be 
quite surprised at the excellent re­
sults and would wonder why they 
did not accomplish such an easy 
thing before. I  can see no reason 
why the patrons should be com­
plaining of low prices for butter-fat 
when they have the remedy right at 
their elbows and within easy reach. 
My advice to them is to step in and 
manage their own business, instead 
of having outsiders doing it, and 
the sooner they do it the sooner 
they will commence to realize the 
profits from it  Success in dairying 
means a great deal to Coquille val­
ley, whose sole support it nearly is.

cular calling for the tond issue will 
be given out this prrniufl. It will 
call for bids Air BSO.OOfltvOO 5 per 
cents and the bonds will be dated 
Februtry 1, to agree with tbe Inst 
issue. Tbe bids will be opened 
November 24. No upset price will 
be set, but it is confidently expected 
a larger amount will be realized 
from the bonds than from the last 
issue.

Washington, Nov. 13,—There is 
no longer any donbt the issue of 
bonds has been definitely decided 
upon. A circular asking bids will 
he issued tbe present week, prob­
ably tonight It is folly realized 
the gold reserve hes readied a 
point where itoould be completely 
wiped out by s few heavy ship­
ments, and it is thought to be the 
pnrt o f wisdom to not wait until tbe 
gold in the treasury is practically 
exhausted before making an effort 
to recoup it.

Wednesday last Carlisle, after 
several col soltatioDS with tbe 
president, wrote President Stewart, 
of tbe United States Loan A Trust 
Company, of New York, reciting 
the law as to the iseue of bonds, 
and asking his opinion aa to which 
class of bonds could be placed at 
bia time to tbe greatest advantage 
to tbe government. Tbeieealtwae 
the president and Mr. Carlisle 
decided to make the forthcoming 
issue the same in amount and in 
rats and in nearly all other import­
ant particulars aa the February 
issue.

The*« ’ 
slat baskets are filled In with spugnum 
moss and pieces o f rough psat, and on 
ao account should the Stanhopea be pot­
ted as other plants In soil or even in 
flower pots, as the flower spike ha« a 
downward growth only.

Honorably discharged soldiers and sailors who served ninety days, or over, in the late 

war are entitled, if now partially or wholly disabled for ordinary manual labor, whether 
disability was oanaed bv service or not, and regardless of their pecuniary circumstnncea,

WIDOWS of snch aoldiers and sailora are entitled (if not remarried) whether soldier1 a 
death waa due to army service or not, If now dependent upon their own labor for sup­
port. Widows not dependent upon their own labor are entitled if the soldier’» death 
waa due to servioe.

CHILDREN are entitled (if under 16 years) in almost all cases where there was no 
widow, or she has sinoe died or remarried.

PARENTS art entitled if soldier left neither widow nor child, provided soldier died la 
servioe, or from effects o f service, and they are now dependent upon their own labor for 
support. It makes no difference whether soldier sowed or died In late wat or in regular 
army or navv.

Soldier» or the late war, pensioned under one law, may apply for higher rates under 
other laws, without losing any rights.

Thousands of soldiers drawing from $2 to $10 per month under the old law are entitled 
to higher rates under new law, not only on aoooust of disabilities for whieh now pen­
sioned. bat also for others, whether dne to service or n«*t.

Soldiers and sailora disabled io line of duty in regular army or navy sines the war are 
also entitled, whether discharged for disability or not.

Survivors, ana their widows, of the Black Hawk, Creek Cherokee, and Seminole or 
Florida Indian wars of 1832 to 1842. are entitled under a recent aot.

MEXICAN WAR SOLDIERS and their widows also entitled, if 63 years o f age or d is­
abled or dependent.

Old elairas completed and settlement obtained, whether pension has been granted 
nnder later laws or not.

Rejected elsi s reopened and settlement secured, if rejection improper or illegal.
Certifies tee o f service and discharge obtained fur soldiers and sailors uf ths late war 

who have lost their original papers.
