She 
has had seven husbands since 
deserting Anderson, after six years 
married life.

“The list o f husbands since she 
dessrted me,”  said Anderson, “ is as 
follows: No. 2, J. W. Denver, who 
went crazy and died; No. 3, Orsen 
House, who was ranrdered; No. 4, 
Christopher Bower, member of 
congress from South Carolina.dead; 
No. 6, a musician, Charles Naylor, 
deserted after a year; No. 7.

-Cougrsss- 
man-elect Howard of Alabamn, 
author of that famous tale, “ I f  
Christ came to Congress,” declares 
that Grover Cleveland is woith 
$4,000,000. This declaration is 
undoubtedly correct as fHr as it 
goes. I t  is believed here I y peo­
ple closely connected with Wall 
street affairs that $6,000,000 would 
be nearer the exact figure. It is 
known that he has been siiigulaily 
successful in rsaleitate transactions 
since be came here. His little 
transaction at Red lo p  alone 
netted him $140,000.

The balk of the rest of his 
wealth is'Supposed to have resulted 
from successful speculations iu 
Wall street. He has not specu­
lated in hie own name so far as is 
known, hut according to report has 
permitted bis friends to do so foi 
him. Thirmay or may not account 
for certain'of his friends knowing 
his intention to issue another #50,- 
000,000 of„honds before even the 
secretary o f the treasury was aware 
of it himself.
