To the Rond Supervisor» o f Coos \
County—  G reefing:
The county court, of Coos county, 

Oregon, respecfully calls your at­
tention to section 4061, on page 5, 
of the road law furnished you. It 
is by tho authority therein given 
tho court that it calls attention to the 
following facts:

The only resource that the county 
has is the taxpayer’s purse. There 
is a general impression, that what­
ever appropriation the county court, 
may make for a certain district | 
is so much gained for that district 
This is false, because the court must 
consider tlio necessities of all neigh­
borhoods and aid them proportion­
ately. It will therefore be much 
easier for tho people, generally, to 
work out one or more extra assess­
ments on the roads on which they 
are directly interested than to pay 
the cash when taxes become due.

The only way we will ever have 
good roads is for the people to 
make them.

It will be the future policy of the 
court not to allow any appropria­
tion for labor on the public roads 
which tho people can do themselves, ■ 
hence the court expects supervisors ¡ 
to use money they may collect iu [ 
the payment of materiul used iu the I 
construction of roads so far as it I 
will go before asking aid from the I 
county; or apply such money in 
the payment of labor, and if your | 
roads are not in condition after' 
using the first assessment, then the 
court expects each of you to levy 
other assessments sufficient to put 
the roads in your respective districts 
in proper condition.

Especial attention is called to 
sections 4084 to 4103 of the road j 
laws. There seems to be a general 
impression that only one tax can be 
levied, and therefore a road super­
visor must give a receipt for over­
work, if ho levies a second assess­
ment. Section 4092 settles this 
question, and your attention is par­
ticularly called thereto. If iu ex­
ceptional cases a special call is 
necessary, then section 4095 will
apply«

You are cautioned not to give a 
receipt in full for the assessment, 
but give your receipt for the 1st, 
2d or 3d assessment as the case 
may bo, but not in full for the year.

The court also exacts of you to 
include in your leport an itemized 
statement of money expended, what 
expended for, nnd expects you to 
take receipts for all money paid out, 
and to file said receipts with your 
report.

It is not the intention of the 
court to debar supervisors from 
paying themselves for actual labor
,  * --------- ------  A.. -  ---- ---------- *. -  *

money collected and belonging to 
their respective district, but the 
court must know what lias been 
done for the money collected, and 
who did it in order to determine 
what each supervisor charges for 
superintending his district. To 
mora fully impress this mntter on 
you wo mention that one report, 
this term, showed that the super­
visor of a certain district had 
charged the county with two days’ 
labor for every day’s labor he had 
supervised. There were 28 days’ 
labor performed iu his district, nnd 
lie charged the county with 54 days 
services.

Supervisors in expending money 
for labor iu their respective districts 
nre not expected to pny more for 
labor per day than tho law allows,
which is SI.50.

The law gives you full power to 
collect the road tax, and the court 
expects you to follow the provi­
sions of tho law iu this respect, 
and collect all the law levied ill 
your respectivo districts.

In your report of delinquent 
taxes to the court, certify that you 
notified each person subject to road 
tax in your district according to 
law, state the day upon which you 
served notice, and nlso tho dny on 
which they were ordered to bo on 
hand to pcforin the labor; and in 
making out your delinquent list you 
should muke out a separate list and 
certify as above requested, and that 
there is due your district the 
aniouut delinquent. This is neces­
sary to give the sheriff some foun­
dation on which to make the collec­
tion of delinquent taxes.

The court also instructs you not 
to put in a bridge where a fill can 
be made, and in all places where 
bridges have been constructed, ami 
fills can be made, to replace them 
whenover tlio bridge needs to l>e 
replaced with a fill instead.

The court advises that you go 
over the roads in your district and 
estimate the amount of lumber and 
other materinl necessary to con­
struct new, and replace old bridges 
in your respective districts, and re­
port the same to the court at the 
April, 1895, term thereof, that the 
court may make some estimate of 
the probable cost for the ensuing 
year. While the court may feel jus­
tified iu allowing the materinl, even- 
district must furnish the labor to 
construct the bridges, except 
bridges of long spnu, over rivers, 
nnd other exceptional cases.

If at any time during your term 
any person or persons should ob­
struct or destroy any of the roads 
in your respective districts, if you 
ennnot deal with the matter your­
selves you will report to this court 
or any member thereof.

In concluding allow us to caution 
you to use discretion, and only 
resort to force when necessary.

There is no good reason why every j 
person aud all property subject to 
road tax should not bear a just pro­
portion of the expense of makiug 
good roads. We have laws which 
will cover all emergencies and it is 
the intention of this court to at 
least try the virtue of the laws.
