TILLMAN'S DEMOCRACY.

The South Carolina Senator DBitterly Ar-
ralgns the Cleveland Adminlstration,

In reply to the inguiry as to
whether a new party would take
part in the presidential campaign in
1896, made to several senators and
congressmen, Senator Tillman of
8. C. replied:

“In my judgment the organiza-
tion of & new party is inevitable;
and it will present as the main
iseue the restoration of bimetallism
and the conduct of our finances in
the interests of the people. The
poverty and misery wrought by the
fall of prices, directly traceable to
the gold conspiracy and the con-
traction of the currency, will break
up both old parties--equally re-
sponsible for this crime agniust
humacity—and cause a new align-
ment in politics.

“The south and west will
ally join in overturning a policy
which robs them and tends to pau-
perize the producers and laborers
for the beuefit of a few thousand
bankers and millionaires here and
in Europe. DParty ties and senti-
ment will not hold men whose re-
sentment of wrong and whose in-
stinct of eelf-preservation command
them to seek new political alliances.

“Populism in the west was a pro-
test against Republican misrule and
Democratic  imbecility. In the
south it was largely against bour-
bonism and bossism in state affnirs;

CHILDREN are entitled (if nnder 16 years) in almost all cases where there was no
widow, or she has sinee died or remarried.
