T H E Y  T H R E W  UP TH E IR  H A N D S.

Umatilla County Farmers Who Have Aban­
doned Their Farms.

Juniper, Oregon, May 27, 1805.— 
Ed. Alliance Herald: As time3 are
hard, the result of a gold basis, 
money scarce and firewood at Helix 
sells for $5 ft cord, cash, I conculded 
a few days ago to take a team and 
drive from my place, six miles north 
of Helix, over to Wallula, Wash., for 
a load of wood. The trip was a 
most melancholy one. When I 
reached the Renniek place, on the 
range line, I could not but stop 
my team and gaze a few minutes on 
the scene before me. AVhat a deso­
late sight mot my eyes! The lien- 
nick place was deserted, the old 
man now past threescore years of 
age, was gone. He had raised a 
large family, mostly boys, who were, 
without exception, upright, hon­
est and industrious. Under the 
land laws they gained possession of 
quite an extensive farm, reclaiming 
the laud from its savage state and 
subjecting it to a high state of cul­
tivation. Once the ranch was a 
busy place, but now the cheerful 
voice of agriculture was stilled and 
there remain only the grades, tho 
roads, tho well, the trees and tho 
houses. It was with sorrow that I 
noticed the absence of this worthy 
family. ----

Passing by this place, I followed 
the ridge rood for a distance of 18 
miles, going through three school 
districts where each Sunday morn 
two yoars ago could be seen as 
many teams of farmers as could 
stand around the schoolhouses, but 
now, alas, how different! The 
schoolhouses are falling into decay; 
the religious services of Sundays 
aro things of the past; the devout 
congregations are scattered; the 
prattle of the school children is 
heard no more; all was desolation! 
In traveling the entire 18 miles 
along this road I did not meet or 
pass a team! Throe yoars ago this 
road led through a continuous wheat 
field, but now there wns no wheat 
all along the entire road; not a 
fence up; not a single farmhouse 
that appeared to be inhabited; wells, 
windlasses, cisterns, corrals, wind­
mills, houses, farm—all deserted. 
Where once was an unbroken field 
of waving wheat is now an 18 miles 
long wild mustard waste. There 
aro three railroad stations in Van- 
sycle canyon lying under the lee of 
this belt of land, but there will 
be no occupation for wheat receiv-

Painter’s Journal: The railroads
of this country employ nearly 900,- 
000 men. Of this number 3000 
were killed during the past year 
and 31,728 injured.

LARGE WHEAT SALE.
Sar, Francisco, June 3.—The

Honorably discharged soldiers and sailors who served ninety days, or over, in the late 

war are entitled, if now partially or wholly disabled for ordinary manual labor, whether 
disability was caused by service or not, and regardless of their pecuniary circumstances.

WIDOWS of such soidiers and sailors are entitled (if not remarried) whether Roldier’ s 
death was due to army service or not, if now dependent upon their own labor for sup­
port. Widows not dependent upon their own labor are entitled if the soldier’s death 
was due to service.

CHILDREN aro entitled (if nnder 10 years) in almost all cases whero there was n*»
widow, or she has since died or remarried.

PARENTS are entitled if soldier left neither widow nor child, provided soldier died in 
service, or from effects of service, and they are now dependent upon their own labor for 
support. It makes no difference whether soldier served or died in late wai or in regular 
army or navy.

Soldiers of the late war, pensioned under one luw, may apply for higher rates under 
other laws, without losing any rights.

Thousands of soldiers drawing from $2 to $10 per month under the old law are entitled 
to higher rates under now law, not only on account of disabilities for which now pen­
sioned, but also for others, whether duo to service or not.

Soldiers and sailors disabled iD line of doty iu regular army or navy since the war are 
also entitled, whether discharged for disability or not.

Survivors, ana their widows, of the Black Hawk, Creek Cherokee, and Seminole or 
Florida Indian wars of 1832 to 1842, aro entitled under a recent act.

MEXICAN WAR SOLDIERS and their widows also entitled, if 62yearsof age or dis­
abled or dependent.

Old claims completed and settlement obtained, whether pension has been granted 
under later laws or not.

Oairrs reopened nnd settlement secured, if rejection improper or illegal. 
Certificate!« of service and discharge obtained for soldiers and sailors of the late wax 

who have lost their original papers.
