The yonng men are taming their 
faces against convivial drinking. 
The Leipsic university clubs have 
decided to do away with the ancient 
academical custom of morning beer­
drinking, on the ground that it in­
terferes with work. Other univer­
sities, it is thought, will follow their 
example. Beer-drinking has met 
Its Waterloo in Germany if the 
yonng men give up drinking.

Hon. William Windum clearly 
understood the situation. He said: 
“ The saloon system is itself a 
league of law-breakers, whose ex­
ample affoids a most powerful stim­
ulus to disorder o f all kinds. It 
openly proclaims its purpose to 
disobey all laws which interfere 
with its supreme purpose to make 
money in its own way and at what­
ever sacrifice.’’

The liquor bill of the United 
States in 1892 was *1,000,884,277. 
This is 115.28 per head for each 
man,womanand child in the country. 
The expenses of the government 
including pensions Rnd debt the 
same year, was *5.27 per capita. 
In other words, the liquor bill was 
three times the cost or running the 
government. Never mind the in- 
como tax; it is the outgo tax that 
causes hard times.

For the information and encour­
agement of those who are laboring 
in the oanae of temperance we 
quote the following from Dr. Dan­
iel Dorchester in Spiritual Pro­
gress: The formation of 18,400 
juyenile temperance societies, with 
2,617,000 members, pledged to ab­
stinence, attending 700,000 meet­
ings in a yoar, at which sound 
teaohing respecting the nature and 
«fleets of aloohol is imparted, ia a 
great omen for good.

Exchange: Last week the Chi­
nese exclusion law was sustained by 
the supreme court. This decision, 
it is said, puts a stop to the habeas 
corpus mill. Under the court’s 
riding the treasury department has 
final jurisdiction. Supreme court 
rulings will have but little effect 
in the case so long as unscrupu­
lous offioers can hire attorneys and 
bribe juries with money paid by the 
Chinaman for his entrance into the 
country. No doubt but that Chi­
nese restriction is best for the 
country, but if they spent their 
money in the saloons there would 
not be such adetermined effort to 
drive them out of the land and 
restriot them. The saloon-keeper 
hates the Chinaman, and is the first 
man to dry out against him.

Dr. Alexander Southerland says: 
“There was once a donkey that fed 
in a grassy meadow, wherein were 
many fresh water ponds greatly 
infested with leeches. When the 
donkey went to drink or to cool 
himself, they fastened on him, and 
decreased the blood supply. He 
resolved to get rid of them. He 
shook his ears and said it was a 
shame; he went to the ponds and 
picked at them; be got on a plat­
form and brayod at them; but all 
to no purpose. At lost he said, ‘I 
have it  I can’t keep the leeches 
from sucking my blood; I ’ll regu­
late the business by giving them 
a license to do it, on condition they 
give me back a small portion of 
the blood ns a license fee.’ It wns 
a brilliant idea, and eminently 
worthy o f an ass.”
