Portland, Sept. 18.—At a meet­
ing of the faculty of the Willam­
ette medical college today it was 
voted to suspend the college until 
further notice. The suspension 
was brought about by tbe inability 
to secure hrspital privileges, thus 
rendering the fuculty unable to 
give the students any clinical in­
struction. Some time ago the Port­
land hospital, on whose staff mauy 
of the faculty of the medical col­
lege were, passed into the hands of 
homeopaths. The faculty of the 
medical department of the Willam­
ette university then tried to effect 
a consolidation with the medical 
department of the state university, 
which Las priviligesof the St. Viu- 
cent’s aud Good Samaritan hospit­
als. They were unable to do this 
and wire compelled of necessity to 
suspend, as they could not hope to 
compete with its hospital facilities. 
By some it is feared that the col­
lege will never resume again.

At the last legislature a law was 
passed iu which it was provided 
that all physicians and surgeons 
licensed under previous laws must 
obtain acertificateor aeopy thereof 
frem the secretary of tho board of 
medical examiners aud file with the 
county clerk. Section 8 of the act, 
provides: “Any person practicing
medicine or surgery within this 
stnte after the first day of April, 
1895, without first having obtained 
tbe liconse herein provided for, or 
contrary to tbe provisions of this 
act, shall be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor, and upon conviction 
thereof, shall be fined not less than 
¡650 nor more than S109, or by im­
prisonment in the county jail not 
less than 10 nor more than 90 days, 
or by both such line aud imprison­
ment.”

says the Carriage Journal, “a tost 
w h s  mude during tho fall o f last 
year, the result of which was as 
follows: An ordinary wagon, with
a new three-inch tire, was loaded 
with 4430 pounds, the dynumome- 
ter being used to measure the draft 
Oil a hard dirt road the draft was 
254 pounds; on a grasstield it was 
468 pounds; on newly plowed laud 
it was 771 pounds. The draft 
power of a horse of 1000 pounds is 
150 pounds, and therefore two 
horses could draw the load easily 
on a good dirt road, or oue and a 
half tons on a grass sod. With a 
narrow tire, half as much is a full 
load for a two-horse team, showing 
a marked advantage for the wide 
tires, iu addition to which they be­
come rollers, and smooth and level 
the road, aud so make it better the 
more it is used, iustead of cutting 
it into ruts, as is well known tbe 
narrow tires do on soft roads.”
