I am physician to several
boys' schools aud I am often called
i to prescribe for palpitation of
the heart. In nine cases out of
ten it is caused by the cigarette
babit. Every physician knows the
cigarotte heart. I have seen bright
boys turued ioto dances, and
straightforward, honest boys made
into miserable cowards by cigar-
otte smoking. 1 am not exagger-
sling. ¥ am speaking the truth
that- every physician. and nearly
every teacher knows."—Phrenolog-
weal Journak

The surgeon
remarked aflterward: “Sergeant
Newland was too obstinate about
the brandy; but no doubt bis tem-
perance principles saved his life,
since a drinking man never could
bave rallied from such a wound.”
