THE WILD AND W OOLEY W EST.

Reply e f Senator Mantle, o f Montana, to 
President Cleveland's Aspersions.

Senator Mantle, of Montana, has 
replied to Cleveland’s aspersions of 
the western states, and he did it 
well. Amongst other remarks he 
said that within a radius of five 
miles of Carnegie Hall, in the city 
of Now York, where the Presby­
terian Home Mission Society re­
cently held its meeting to beg funds 
with which to convert the wicked 
people of the “ badly regulated mu­
nicipalities” und “ undesirable states” 
of the west, there is twenty times 
more of squa.id poverty, of pauper­
ism, of ignorance, of . crime and 
criminals, than can be found in all the 
silver-producing stutes of the west 
combined.

Comparing the silver-producing 
states of the west with New Hamp­
shire, Vermont, Rhode Island, New 
York and Pennsylvania, he proved 
by statistics that in the silver states 
the percentage of illiterates to the 
totnl population is 4.3, while in the 
five eastern states named it is 6.9, 
or greater in the east than in the 
west.

Among the foreign-born popula­
tion of the silver states the per­
centage of illiteracy is 8.9, while 
among the foreign-born citizens of 
the five eastern states it is 21, or 
nearly three times as great.

The wealth per capita of the five 
silver states is $2859. For the five 
eastern states it is $1145, being less 
than half as much.

The total state, county, munici­
pal and school debt per capita in 
the five silver states is $13.71. In 
the fivo eastern states it is $27.58. 
being more than double.

The expenditure of money for the 
support of the schools in the silver 
states is $15.58 per capita per 
aunum. In the five eastern states 
it ia only $11.27 per capita per 
annum.

The percentage of debt in force 
against the value of all taxed real 
estate in the five silver states is 
only 6.64. In the five eastern states 
it is 18.73, being nearly three times 
as much.

The number of paupers to each 
100,000 population in the five silver 
states is 53.1. In the five eastern 
states it is 188.2, being nearly four 
times as great

The percentage of increase in 
population during the decade from 
1880 to 1890 in Colorado, Montano, 

j Utah and Idaho was 110.56, whilein 
; the live eastern states it was only 
j 14.85.
