Tlie situation remains unchanged. 
Hanna is keeping his hand over Mc­
Kinley’s mouth to prevent any utter­
ance by that humbug and office- 
seeker upon the financial question 
until the Democratic convention has 
acted. Grover Cleveland has been 
fishing at the mouth of the James 
river. His piscatorial pursuits will 
be confined to Salt creek next year. 
Teller has said nothing save that he 
is willing to support any tried and 
true friend of silver for the presi­
dency, and does not desire the nom­
ination himself. Whitney and Hill 
have secured a gold delegation to the 
Chicago convention from New York 
state, but I atn credibly informed 
that it was done with difficulty, 
for the farmers of western Now 
York are almost n unit for free sil­
ver.

Many people may wonder why 
Whitney gave up his trip to Europe 
and ho suddenly came to the front 
in the fight for gold-buggery. I 
have the inside facts. About two 
years ago a deal was entered into 
whereby Cleveland, Whitney, La- 
mont, nnd several other administra­
tion men secured options upon the 
franchises of the street railway sys­
tems in the large cities of the coun­
try. European Jewish financiers 
loaned them tho money necessary 
to buy the roads upon their agree­
ment to repay in gold. There is 
the case iu a nutshell. If silver is 
remonetized, the European Jews 
who have cornered the gold will rot 
let it go except at a heavy premium. 
The United States ns a common­
wealth will not need it, i'or all of 
our national obligations are pay­
able iu coin (gold or silver at our 
option). Thus the usurer , who love 
an unearned dollar more than an 
assurance of eternal bliss, will exact 
the uttermost pound of flesh from 
those whose obligations are made 
payable in gold. Cleveland, Whit­
ney and Lnmont know the gang 
they are dealing with, and fear ruin 
for themselves if they do not dis­
rupt the silver forces. I can prove 
these assertions.

This being the ease, all the efforts 
of the administration are being di­
rected towards preventing a union 
of the silver forces. It is no longer 
with the gangs question of whether 
they can get any more money or 
loans from the gold conspirators; it 
is a question of avoiding being 
swallowed up themselves.

Statutes of the United States, which 
reads thus:

“ If two or more persons conspire to 
injure, oppress, threuten, or intimi­
date any citizen in the free exercise 
or enjoyment of any right or privi­
lege secured to him by the constitu­
tion or law’s of the United States, 
or beeauso of his having exer­
cised the same, with intent to hinder 
his free exercise or enjoyment of 
any right or privilege so secured, 
they shall be fined not more thaD 
$5000 and imprisoned not more 
than 10 years; and shall, moreover, 
be thereafter ineligible to any office, 
or place of honor, profit, or trust 
created by tho constitution or laws 
of the United States.”

Such being tho law, it behooves 
every man threatened as stated by 
a national banker or creditor to 
appeal to the law, for it would be 
a righteous rétribution if some of 
the conspirators were forced to 
occupy the cells in which they now 
put those whom they have forced 
to tramp in search of work.

While abasing Grover, people

throttling lines around every form 
of legitimate competition. These 
lines nre not yet taut, but they nre 
fast becoming so. The nefarious

roads east

“ It has abolished the interchange­
able ticket, a ticket that the com­
mercial travelers of the country- 
worked for years to secure.

“ It has abolished the practice of 
running cheap rate excursions from 
all points eai t of the Mississippi 
river to Niagara Falls; has limited 
the number to be run during the 
present summer to fourteen, and 
has advanced rates for these just 
100 per cent, which practically 
makes them prohibitory to the ma­
jority of the people who take ad­
vantage of the low rates.

“ It threatens to entirely cut off all 
excursion rates after the present 
season, making it necessary for tho 
public to pay full fare to all kinds 
of gatherings. By a deal with the 
Canadian Fa iiffc road the pool has 
diverted and is still diverting thou­
sands of immigrants and second- 
class, as well ns first-class, passen­
gers away from the eastern roads 
and Chicago.

“It has refused to allow the roads

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Although the following article 
from the Inter Ocean is something 
of a squeal, there are pointers 
enough iu it to make a good Popu­
list argument in favor of govern­
ment ownership of railroads:

“ There is now in existence in the 
great territory between Chicago and 
New York a railroad pool, known to 
the public as the Joint Traffic Asso­
ciation, which, if permitted to live 
by the government and the people, 
will before long ruinously effect the 
transportation, commercial and mer­
cantile interests of the entire 
United States. It possesses more 
power than any other trust in the 
country combined. It is, in fact, a 
hydra-headed monster.

“This great pool embracing every 
important railroad system between 
Chicago nnd St. Louis and the Atlan­
tic ocean, was organized last Janu­
ary at the dictation of J. Pierpont 
Morgan, the Wall street financier. 
With a great flourish the 
agreement, under which the roads 
were supposed to work, was given 
to the public only after being 
forced out of Morgan’s lieutenants 
by the interstate commerce commis­
sion. The first words of this now 
famous agreement were samples of 
the deceptive character of the en­
tire document The opening para­
graph was to the effect that the 
combine would in its operations 
endeavor to adhere to the interstate 
commerce and anti-trust laws.

“The ink on the paper was hardly 
dry before these statutes had been 

■ openly and flagrantly violated. The 
agreement given to the public was 
not the one under which the pool j 
was operated. It was supple- j 
mented by secret orders and rulings | 

! directly contradictory to the one \ 
given to the commission.

“When the managers of this trust; 
became satisfied that their work i 
would not be interfere 1 with by the 
authorities they began to pull their,

“By l hr boar J of Managers’ action 
in giving advance information 
iegntoiug ralo decisions the strong 
lines have captured the bulk of tho 
business, causing great losses to the 
weak roads on contracted parties.

“These are but a few of the arbi­
trary actions of the rulers of this 
pool. There have been hundreds of 
other crushing rulings of a tech­
nical nature, but equally disastrous 
in their effects on general business 
and the operations of connecting 
roads not slaves of the all-powerful 
trust. A case iuvolvitrg tho validity 
of this combine is now on the 
docket of the United States su­
preme court, but it may be years 
before it is heard. In the mean­
time the managers of the pool will 
go on with their squeezing until 
they have accomplished their object, 
that of completely throttling all 
competition and making every rail­
road iu the country pay tribute to 
the combine, unless the shippers 
and the traveling public, who alone 
have the power, rise in their might 
and crush a monopoly which, if 
allowed to continue in its high­
handed course, will before long have 
a Chinese wall built around the 
commerce of tho nation.”

law had been in operation, but our 
exports—our sales to foreign nations 
—have decreased so much more 
than our imports have, that the 
balance of trado has nearly disap­
peared.

But who is there so devoid of 
intellect ns to clnim to increase tho 
tariff would enable us to uell more 
to other nations? Eurely, no ore; 
hence we must look elsewnere ior 
the cause.
