Senntor Butler, chairman of the 
People’s party national committee, 
lias issued the following:

This deep-laid plan might have 
succeeded had not the People s

OREGON'S LINE OF GOVERNORS.

Beginning With George Abernathy In 1845, 
and Extending te and Including the Pres­

ent State Executtve.

State Printer W . H. Leeds is 
preparing cards about 4x10 inches 
in size bearing the names of the 
different territorial Hud state gover­
nors ot Oregon, dates of appoint­
ment or jlectioo, etc., says the Salem 
Statesman. These will be arranged 
under tbe oil paintings of the sev­
eral diguitaries now on the walls 
of tbe senate chamber and the 
representative hall. Tbe cards will 
be at once put in the positions they 
are to occupy, and during the ses­
sion of the next legislature they 

ill serve a good purpose io identi­
fying tbe different paintings to the 
citizens from different portious of 
tbe state who gather iD this city at 
that particular time, and many of 
whom are anxious to know the fea­
tures of the men who are so prom­
inent in makiDg tbe history of this 
grand state.

Folio« ing are the inscriptions on 
tbe cards as they will be printed: 

“Governor George Abernathy, 
governor of Oregon before the 
creation of Oregon territory, 1845 
to 1849. Elected governor of the 
provisional government by the peo­
ple in 1845; re-elected in 1847.”
_ “General Joseph'Laue; first ter­

ritorial goyeroor of Oregon. Also 
fourth territorial governor, 1849 to 
1850, aud in 1853. Appointed gov­
ernor of Oregon territory by Presi­
dent James K. Polk in 1849. Also 
appointed governor of Oregon by 
President Franklin Pierce.” 

“Governor John P. Gaines; third 
territorial governor of Oregon. 
1850 to 1853. Appointed governor 
of Oregon territory by President 
Zachary Taylor.”

“Governor George L. Curry; the 
fifth aDd also tbe seventh territor­
ial governor of Oregon territory, 
and the last under territorial gov­
ernment, 1853 to 1859. Was sec­
retary of the territory and be came 
governor by virtue of bie office on 
the resignation of Governor L bdb 
id 1853, was also secretary of the 
territory and became governor by 
virtue of his office on the resigna­
tion of Governor Davis in 1854; 
also appointed governor of the ter­
ritory by President^ J ^ankUp

elected by tbe people at. the gen­
eral election in 1870; re-elected in 
1874; resigned in 1877, having 
been elected United States senatoi 
from Oregon.”

“Governor Stephen F. Chadwick; 
fifth governor of the state of Ore­
gon, 1877 to 1878. Democrat; 
elected secretary of state by the 
people at tbe general election in 
1874, and became governor Febru­
ary 1, 1877, by the resignation of 
Governor Grover.”

“Governor W. W. Thayer; sixth

Sovernor of the date of Oregou, 
878 to 1882. Democrat; elected 

by the people at the general elec­
tion in 1878.”

“Governor Z. F. Moody; seventh 
governor of the state of Oregon, 
1882 to 1887. Republican; elected 
by the people at the general elec­
tion in 1882.”

“Governor Sylvester Pennoyer; 
eighth governor of the state of 
Oregon, 1887 to 1895. Democrat; 
elected by the people at tbe gen­
eral election held iu 1886, and re­
elected at tbe general election held 
in 1890.”

“Governor Wro. P. Lord; ninth 
governor of the state of Oregon, 
1895, present term expires in 1899. 
Republican; elected by the people 
at the general election held in 
1894.”

The likeness of Dr. John Mc- 
Langblin, which hangs just back of 
tbe ebair of me senate, has already 
been provided with a caid bearing 
his name. W hile Ibis great pio­
neer was never governor of Ore­
gon, be exerted a wide influence 
in the country which now forms 
this state and bis name will go 
down in history as one of tbe 
founders of this great common­
wealth.

THE STEAM ER SAN B0N1T0 WRECKtD

Off Point Arena -Of 43 Members of Her
Crew, 35 Were Saved, and 8 Drowned.

Point Arena. Cal , Nov. 23.— The 
steamer San Bouito, bound from 
Tacoma to San Francisco, went 
ashore seven miles north of Point 
Arena Ibis morning. The steamer 
struck on a snudtmr nnd broke in 
two. Tbe San Bonito carried 43 
men. During the severe storm 
last uight she must have lost her 
bearings. The wiud blew terrific 
and a heavy sea was running.

The vessel struck about 1 o’clock 
in the morning and an hour later 
broke just aft of the emokestack. 
Boats «ere  lowered but one cap­
sized immediately with five men iu 
it, four of whom were drowned. 
Another boat, with four of tbe crew, 
capsized nine times, losing two 
men. The three men by heroio 
means reached the shore. Day. 
light found the rest of the crew 
clinging to the rigging. Such a 
heavy sea was running that it was 
impossible to render assistance.
