Cubans in this city are especially 
elated over the report of Maceo, for 
they were fearful of his position 
during the past month or six weeks. 
The carrier of the message, whose 
name is not given out by tho Cuban 
leaders, was a witness to tho fight 
at Artemisa, which was first reported 
ns a great Spanish victory, nnd later 
ns a drawn battle.

“ It was a splendid fight," said the 
Cuban officer, “and gave great hopo 
and courago to tho entiro army 
You who are in tho United States 
and who read only meager nnd 
untruthful reports can have no 
idea of tho nature of things in Pinar 
del ltio. But I will speak more 
especially of Artemisa, where one of 
tho greatest Cuban victories was 
won.

“ Maceo did not use his entiro force 
against the Spaniards, but the latter, 
who numbered between 6000 nnd 
8000, were driven back from the 
foothills, and many of them were 
slain upon the hard plateau before
