$10,000 we would have to go into 
baukrupey. We are assessed at the 
sum of $14,000 to $15,000 a mile in 
California. Mr. Bretherton, S. P. 
agent, tried to show that tbe assess­
ment in California was in reality 
$4000 a mile.

Mr. Bretherton stated that tbe 
lands are reaisesstd the same this 
year as last year, except in Jackson 
and Lane counties, where raises bad 
been made.

In California and Idaho the state 
board assessed railroad property.

Judge Crowell, of Jnckson county, 
was present and replied to strictures 
of tbe S. P. officials. His county 
had a $150,000 debt and a large 
bridge expense. Their county val­
uation at $4,750,000 was low. As a 
citizen and taxpayer be considered 
the valuation too low, and tbe cause 
of their being unable to reduce tbe 
county debt. They could not afford 
to have their valuation reduced. 
Had they improperly assessed tbe 
property of tbe Southern Pacific? 
In California the railroads were 
assessed by the state board, not by 
the counties. The railroads were 
first assessed at so many million 
dollars as a whole on its road-bed 
and this was then apportioned to 
tbe counties by mileage. As soon 
ns tbe Oregon & California crossed 
the California line it was assessed to 
Sacramento and then eastward at a 
valuation of $13,000,000, or per 
mile $17,408.60. It was assessed ns 
tbe* Central Pacific. If assessed the 
same in Jackson county, Oregon, ns 
in Siskiyou county, it would be $7,- 
408 per mile more than what Jack- 
son proposed. Cost to build 10 
miles S. P. road in Jackson county 
$100,000 a mile. Because property 
could not be sold it was not made 
valueless. Rates of freight bad not 
been reduced iu Oregon. When 
they figured freight rates tbe price 
of railroads went up; for taxation it 
always went down. The local 
boards bad never assessed a mile of 
railroad in Oregon nt wbat it should 
be. We were always met with the 
threat of contests in courts. The 
S. P. Co. was bonded at $30,000 a 
mile. It must be worth more to be 
security. Lands in Jackson county 
were assessed at 50 per cent of their 
value. They bad only assessed tbe 
railroad at one-third its nominal 
value os they bad set it themselves. 
Judge Crowell simply asked that 
Jackson county be let alone. They 
bad no desire to confiscate property.

in regard to rolling stock $1000 
a mile was very small. The 375 
miles of this road could not be 
equipped for $375,000. Tbe uni­
form figure of $420 a mile for roll­
ing stock was inspired from the cor­
poration. Tbe road must be prof­
itable or it would not be kept in 
first-class condition.

There was no competition on 
freight rates in southern Oregon. 
The railroad commission bad been 
of no relief. The company requested 
unimproved lands in Jackson to be 
fixed nt 35 cents an acre. Citizens 

1 paid on $2.23 an acre. The railroad 
j lands were now assessed at $1.16. 
Tbe county bad raised tbis some

cent, and tbe men who have homes 
of their own in the suburbs of Pull­
man are required to give them up 
and rent from the company. The 
r as >n thore is no strike against tbis 
cut and outrage is because tbe men 
so affected arc scabs. They scabbed 
during tbe big strike in 1894. It is 
a dead moral certainty that if Pull­
man takes his gold with him when 
be dies, it will melt.

There is a turnpike war in Ken­
tucky, in which over three hundred 
toll-gates have been burned. Toll- 
gates, like private ownership of 
railroads, are artificial impediments 
to transportation and travel. Now 
that Kentuckians have demolished 
these vestiges of an absurd system, 
they should cease to shelter, under 
their laws, the Southern Pacific in 
its obstructive policy against travel 
and transportation iu this state.

Denver Industrial Advocate: 
Wbat we need to make us happy is 
not gold and silver, but plenty of 
food, good shelter, tbe comforts and 
luxuries of life, the liberty to create, 
exchange and enjoy all these with­
out a forced tribute to landlords, 
moneylords, or politicians. All 
these things could be furnished 
without gold or silver by free labor 
and intelligent association.

Carpet 
Company has shut down its works 
indefinitely, as they are overstocked 
and no sale for their goods. This 
plant is the largest in New England, 
and makes carpets of the kind re­
quired mostly by the common peo­
ple.

G E N E R A L  N E W S .
THE STEF.VES JURY A T  HILLSBORO 

AGREE ON A VERDICT.
Hillsboro, Deo 21.— At a late 

hour last night, tbe jury in tbe 
Lawyer Sleeves case for murder 
bad not returned a verdict. It 
stood ten tor acquittal and two for 
conviction.

Tbis morning at 10 o ’clock, how­
ever, tbe two jurors had capitulated 
and a verdict of acouittal was re­
turned to Judge McBride's court.

Lawyer Xenophon N. Steeves had 
been convicted at Portland some 
months ago as party to tbe murdei 
of George Sayers, in September, 
1894, in conjunction with one out­
law, “ Banco” Kelly, whose attorney 
he was, and was sentenced for a 
term of 15 years in tbe 6tate pen­
itentiary. It was appealed and 
he secured a change of venue and 
a Dew trial, the result of which is 
an acquittal.

A great amount of interest is 
shown in Portland over the result 
of the trial. Mr. Steevjs’ friends 
hnve stood by him from the first, 
and in addition he is n member of 
several different orders, the mem­
bers of which also stood by him.

Estimates of the cost of the 
Steeves trial to Multnomah county 
range from $2500 to $4000. Bro­
kers bought up warrants to the 
extent of $2500 at a lucrative dis­
count. There were 95 witnesses, 
most of them for the prosecution.

PENALTY FOR ENLISTING.
Washington. Dec. 18.—The at­

tention o f officials has been attrac­
ted by the stories coming from all 
portions of the country, indicating 
that enlistments are going on of 
parties o f men to go to Cuba to join 
the insrrrgentir rt> their struggles 
against the Spanish. These enlist­
ments are in dirpet violation of the 
neutrality laws and are prohibited 
uuder severe penalties. For accept­
ing a commission to serve against 
Spain, a country with which the 
United States is now at peace, a 
penalty is prescribed by section 
5281, of the Revised Statutes, cf 
$2000 fine and three years’ impris­
onment; while for enlisting to 
ser.’e against Spain or securing 
ntyono to inlist, the penalty is 
$1000 fine and three years’ impris­
onment.
