Empire City, Or.,, Jan.11—(To the
Editor.)—I see by The Oregonian
of last week that Dr. Thornton, of
Tucoma, Wash., 18 trying to encour.
age the ccltivation and manufac-|
tura of flax, There is ol the Ieut|
doubt bat that the doctor is correct
as far as climate 18 concerned for‘
the growing and wanafactare of
flax. Coos county has the advan.
tage of sny country in the world,
that [ know of, io both the growth
and manafactare of flax, and [ will
give my reasons for saying so.

Boxwood is a very expensive
wood, and is the only wood that is
nsed in tke mapuofacture of flax.
This wood is used in the spinning
department, going throngh a brass-
fluted 10ller, a boxwood-fluted roller
beiog the last process in the making |
of yarn. |

Now here in Coos county we have
a wood called myrtle, which I am
very confident will take the place
of boxwood, and as boxwood is one
of the most expensive articles 10
the manufactore of yarn, conpected
with a flax factory, as all of the|
boxwood used 10 Ireland is import-
ed from Tarkey, this is ona of the|
advantages that Coos connty has|
over any other place that I know of. |

In a fax factory situated in Coos |
county, say upon the Coquilla river, |
where the myrtle grows, and where
there is plenty of conl, a company |
engaged 1n the manufacture of liven |
counld grow its own flax, own its|
own myrtle and conl, thus inclad. |
ing the three great expenses of linen |
manufacture. .

When I speak of the myrtle wood
taking the place of boxwood, I
anderstand the sabject, as I bave |
bad a practical test of the former)|
wood. I have served seven years |
in a flax factory near Dalfast, Ire. |
land, with Alexander Stewart (an|
ancle of the great merchaut Stewart |
of New York), and afterward had |
charge of the spinning department
of the largest and finest factory in |

revn information on this sul,ject.
