ble along the coast range of moun­
tains, from Tamalpais to Yaqnina. 
He went d >*n to San Francisco to 
start on his first jaqnl, wVieh was 
by rai road from Hausahto to the 
summit of TainaLwis, climbing the 
ascent of 3000 feet iu about aeven 
miles. He was in search of the 
nutmeg pine, but the fog was 
dense ou the summit that he coff 
not fiod any, in fact, could not si 
10 feet. He descended on foot o 

2 op I the north side of the mountain, and 
2 oo collected several benutiful species 

of ferns, redwoods and laurels 
before reselling San Rafael. After 
inakiuc a few collections in the hills 
around Ban Rafael, be returned to 
rian Francisco and spent half a day 
in driving around Golden Gate 
Park with the superintendent to 
see what a fine growth the thou­
sands of trees he had sent there 
had made. In the park lie c >IIect“d 
a number oE rare indigenous 
and foreign plants, very interest­
ing to botanists.

He next proceeded by steamer to 
Coos bay, where he spent 11 days, 
roamiug the bills and valleys nnd 
making extensive collections of 
plants and young evergreens. Ho 
collected 5000 rhododendrons of 
the rosy pink variety. Over ‘2000 
of these he sent to Golden Gate 
Park, where they me putting iu 10 
acres of these plants, which will, 
when grown, present a sight more 
gorgeous tliHu has been seen in any 
park. He also collected some 4000 
specimens of the Port Orford cedar, 
the most beautiful and graceful of 
all evergreens, and one which is 
highly valued the world over.

Arrangements were made for se­
miring a large uum bjrof specimens 
of board«, plnoks and sections in 
many shapes and forrap, of the Or- 
pgon myrtle, the finest cabinet wood 
in the world, far more beauliful 
than any he exhibited at the late 
exposition here. He visited the 
whole myrtlo belt on Coos bay and 
the Coquille from Bandon to Co- 
quille City, thence to Myrtle Point 
and back to Coos bay, Marshfield 
and Empire City, and thence to 
Cape Arago. At the latter point, in 
n marshy place Dear the ocean, he 
was surprised to find a large patch 
of the pitcher plant, Daringtonia, 
California which belongs on the 
eastern slopes of the coast range, 
Siskiyous and headwaters o f the 
Sacramento. It has never been 
heard of so near the coast, and 
could not have reached there nat­
urally, and ¡Mr. Johnson concludes 
that the ludmns must have carried 
it there nnd transplanted it Dear 
their villnges, so that they could 
admire it while they were eating 
clams.

In the same region he found a 
strange tree totally unknown to him 
but which he has found to be a 
native of California, but rare there.

Courts Arraigned for Usurpations, Extortions,
Oppressions, Etc.

Boston, Mass., Jan. 14.— A peti­
tion which has been presented to 
the legislature and referred, haR a 
deeper significance than is indicated 
by its title. It is a petition pre­
sented l>y Representative Hayes of 
Lowell and sigued by Augustine 
Thompson, general manager of a 
well-known patent nerve food man­
ufacturer of Lowell, for a hearing
