HOW TO GROW SUGAR BEETS,

Instructions from the Oregon Agri-
cultural Experimént Station,
Corvallis, Oregon.

The Soil.

The best soil is a deep fertile
sandy lonm, well drained; but any
woil that will produce & good crop
of wheat may be used. Soils that
are cold and stiff, should not be
used, neither new ground, nor that
containing much organic matter, as
beaver-dam, nor alkali land. The
beet must grow entirely below ground,
hence very deep cultivation is nee-
essary. In the fall the ground
should have been plowed to s depth
of not less than ten inches. In case
the land has not previously hid deep
cultivation, it should be subsoiled
instend of turning up new soil, which
would give a poor stand of beets.

IF the Piowing has not beer) done

Iu the full, a deep plowing early in
the spring should be given. In either
case the ground should receive a
secand plowing and be subsoiled
shortly before planting, alter which
it should be worked into a perfoct
tilth. After this preparation of the
goil it should be allowed to lie sev-
eral days in order to allow the mois-
ture to be drawn to the surface,

Seeding

Should begin in April, if possible,
in order to allow the beets to ma-
ture at an early date, Notless than
ten pounds of seed per acre should
be used, and it may well be in-
creased to fifteen. Plant in drills
from 18 to 24 inches apart, and if
the soil is moist cover not more than
three-fourths inches deep, otherwise
the seed may be covered not to
exceed one and a half inches, If a
rain causes a crust to form on the sur-
face after planting, this must be broken
wp with a large harrow.  Of the many
varieties of seed, the following are
recommended Klein Wanzlebener:
Vilmorin Improved, Rose Vilmorin,
Vilmorin ameliore.

Gultivation

Shonld begin as soon as the beets
are large enough to mark the row.
Thivning muest he done when the beels
are small—haviag from two to four
leaves, otherwise a poor crop is
likely to result. Leave the plants
from eight to ten inches apart,
Much of this can be done by eutting
across the row with a sharp hoe,
and thinning out the remaining
bunches leaving one plantin a place.
After thinning keep the land free
from weeds and in good tilth.

When the outer leaves turn yellow,
and lie down, forming a wreath
around the plant, itindieates matur-
ity. On a commercial seale they
are harvested by means of a special
kind of plow with a thin blade,
which splita the soil between the
rows, leaving the beets standing
quite loose in the soil, from which
they are quite easily removed by
band. After remoyal from the
ground, and shaking off the adher-
ing dirt, they should be decapitated
by asingle straight eut neross the
beet at the base of the leaves. After
