CETTINO STRAIGHTENED OUT.

The Capital Journal Now Sees that the 
Fiatists are Right.

Pop

The Salem Capital Journal (Rep.) 
has ceased to belabor the crank 
Populists about their idiotic, fauat- 
ical and impolitic theories on fíat 
money, and now comes to their de­
fense in this conservative, sensible 
manner:

The People’s party is going slowly 
about joining its political fortunes 
with other political parties without 
receiving recognition of its funda­
mental conception of finance. As 
we understand its history and its 
platform declarations, the People’s 
party is what is termed in derision 
a fiat money party, an irredeemable 
money party. It advocates money 
without any governmental pledge 
to redeem that money in some other 
kind of money. The number of 
people who are coming to be afraid 
of any kind of money that has to 
he redeemed in some other kind of 
tnouey before it is money is grow­
ing very large. It gives the specula­
tor in tnouey an immense advantage 
to bo ahlo to demand such redemp­
tion at th i hands of the government. 
Such money is not money in the 
true conception of the idea of 
money as a circulating medium. 
It is not primary money if it has to 
he redeemed in gold. It is not 
money at all. It is a promise to pay 
money, as much as nu individual 
note or u privato check ou a hank. 
It is worso than a note because it is 
subject to demand at any time. It is 
less desirable than a check because 
it is redeemable against the entire 
public interest

It can he presented over and 
over again. A check can he pre­
sented but once.

Redeemable money, worked as an 
eudlees chain to compelí the govern­
ment to issue bonds, lias convinced 
other people besides Populists that 
the government better not have any 
money that is only used as buckets 
to hail out the treasury and increase 
the bonded debt The People’s 
pnrty wants free coiuage of gold 
and silver, both to he legal tender 
irredeemeable money. The People’s 
party wants besides paper tnouey 
Hint is not redeemable. History 
will prove this is right. If we have 
national treasury notes they must 
not he redeemable unless we want 
to see t'no endless chain revolve and 
force a bond issue ever so often. 
The McKinley administration is now 
preparing the public mind for a 
“populnr” lonn of $50,000,000 or 
$100,000,000 bonds to take paper 
money out of circulation with, which 
is “redeemable” money.

We believe that the theory of the 
Independent Bimetallists is the only 
solution of onr financial problem 
short of the absolute irredeemable 
fiat money theory of the Peopled 
party. The free coinage theory of 
finance would involve free coinage 
of gold and silver, without redemp­
tion of either. It involves making 
paper money interchangeable for 
either gold or silver at the option 
of the government. We could not 
hnve gold, silver and paper money 
circulate at par unless it wns re­
ceivable by the government on 
equal terms and payable by the 
government on equal terms. Rut 
if the government retained the 
option of paying out either gold, 
paper, or silver, then there would 
be practically no redemption of 
either. Suppose paper was pre­
sented for the purpose of making a 
run on the treasury and the treas­
ury to protect itself paid out silver. 
The expense of removing silver 
would be so great that the ryn 
would not last We do not assume 
that the most extreme Populist 
would hnve the government issue 
unlimited paper money. The Popu­
list platform does not demand that 
It does demand free coinnge of gold 
andsilver and sufficient paper money 
to provide an elastic currency.

The American Bimetallic party 
demands that The Silver Demo­
cratic platform demands redemption 
in gold or silver, with the option in 
the hands of the government ns 
the surest check on the endless 
chain. But we are glad to have 
the People’s party adhere to its 
fundamental theory of non-redeem- 
able money. Redeemable money is 
n snare and a delusion. Tlio funda­
mental idea of free coinage at an 
established ratio is that it would

with. The gold standard gives us 
a constantly diminishing standard 
to pay debts with, until debts are 
increasing faster than the people 
are able to pay interest. To make 
silver money and paper money re­
deemable in gold besides is a fatal 
policy that will only lead to irretriev­
able ruin and national bankruptcy. 
We want to see the People's party 
stand like a wall against “ redeem­
able” money of any kind. No com­
promise nlong that line is safe after 
what we huve seen of the operation 
of the endless chain of finance, 
whereby the government, the peo­
ple’s industries, and the country’s 
resources become mortgaged for­
ever to dead capital and the greed 
of the goldltolder.

their holdings, they depreciate the 
reward of labor. The result is seen 
in the ever recurring strikes, lock­
outs and the dismal array of tramps. 
With reference to the unemployed, 
Eugland, with a far more dense 
population, is not in as poor condi­
tion today as the United States witli 
an almost unlimited agricultural 
area. Notwithstanding this deplor­
able picture, the thieves who pro­
tect themselves by purchasing leg­
islation and corrupt judges, are 
straining every effort to introduce 
Chinese labor. The man who would 
introduce cheap labor into a section 
where his own countrymen nre 
roaming in want and unemployed, 
is a fiend, and his disappearance or 
taking off would bo a virtue- -a 
hlessiug undisguised. All such 
monsters may he classed with mur­
derers.

The United States, or what was, 
at one time, colonies of Great Bri­
tain, broke away from the control 
of Euglaud, aad formed a republic 
on the Hues of greater freedom 
aud government by the people. 
What kind or class of people rule us 
now? The class that rules England. 
The kings of finance, who, to gain 
their own ends—the appreciation 
of gold— would sink every human 
being into perpetual slavery. Iu 
wa-, they fatten but do not fight; 
in pence, thoy extort, for every dollar 
loaned, a hundred, aye, a thousand­
fold. They govern these United 
States today, aud pay not a just 
tribute to its support “ Govern­
ment gets its power from the con­
sent of the governed.” Show mo 
the individual who believes in that 
legend; who hns faith iu its accom­
plishment under present conditions, 
and that it is carried out according 
to the terms of its construction, 
then, I will show you an ass on two 
legs. At the present period we 
possess irrefragable proof that, in­
stead of thinking about responsibil­
ity to a constituency, the average 
legislator spurns the subject from 
his meditations as a matter of no 
importance. Happily, there are 
worthy exceptions; men of integrity 
who act as a check on the multipli­
city of scoundrels; consequently, 
the final catastrophe is delayed, and 
we still entertain hupes of a brighter 
dawn.

Let them stand 
on their feet ‘und use their voices,’ ” 
thuB spoko Bishop Potter Monday 
evening, and thus he concluded:

This association(the church associ- 
action for the advancement of the 
interest of labor) is looked upon as 
a dangerous and revolutionary one, 
because it tends to unite the church 
with the laboring man iu his great 
struggle. Say w hat they will against 
it, hut I for one-announce that from 
today on the church of God is with 
the laborer.

That’s good—that’s coming hack 
to the gospel as Jesus preached it. 
Jesus was with the laborer, every 
time, Let us hope that the pro­
fessed churches of God will come to 
this bishop’s standard, and speedily, 
moreover. From the point of view 
taken by the plutocratic civilization 
of tile day, and expressed by almost 
every New York newspaper, and by 
too many ethers, however, Bishop 
Potter, must now be reckoned a 
dangerous man and a “reckless agi­
tator.” He is almost an “anarchist.” 
But how precious are such men 
as Bishop Potter!
