Ifistory of Central Pacific StocK.
The recent awakening of tho Central Pacific stockholders from the long 

trance iu which they have beeu held by Mr. Huntington’s hypnotic influence 
may be regarded as a very remarkable business phenomenon—notstrauge 
so much because they have awakened ns because tho resumption of con­
sciousness has been so long delayed. Two or three times before this they 
have stirred uneasily in their happy dream of dividends, or have oven 
roused themselves long enough to send somebody, like Sir Rivers Wilson, 
to talk over things with Huntington, and then they have relapsed into 
their peaceful slumbers. The whole western world might be ringing with 
the story of Huntington’s dishonesty. The story was told by himself in 
nis own words and corroborated by his associates and employes. It was 
printed by the authority of congress and is a government record, but tue 
uoise was not loud enough to rouse tho sleepers. They continued their 
implicit and child-like faith in Huntington as the one man fitted by his 
sterling honesty to manage thoir property, iu which he held hut a nominal 
interest.

The history of the Central Pacific stock, as told by the record find the 
unwilling testimony of Huntington, is interesting. The total issue of 
stock is some $67,000,000. Almost every dollar of that is fictitious and 
the stock was created by a stroke of the pen. On the completion of the 
road $50,000,000 of the stock was issued to t le Contract and Finance 
Company in payment of its claims. That is to say, the stock was issued 
by Huntington A Co. as directors of the road to Huntington & Co. the 
builders of the road in payment of debts on the property which they had 
themselves contracted with thomselves. At that time tho stock had no 
market value in order to sell the property it became necessary to pay' 
dividends. The dividend period did not need to continue auy longer 
than the time required to unload quietly' and without breaking the market. 
It appears to have taken about two years to complete the operation. For 
1882 and 1883 the stock paid (> per cent dividends, nml in the following 
years the figure dropped to 3 per cent. After 1881 no dividends were 
paid for three years, but (here was no reason that weighed with Hunting- 
ton why they should. He and his associates, ns he told the Senate Pacific 
Railroads Committee last year, had unloaded all their stock but a few 
shares. He still had control of the road, owing to the innocent faith of 
the faraway owners, nml dividends were matters of small concern to him. 
During the two years that the dividends were pushed up to 6 per cent 
tho stock was frequently quoted above 00. Huntington, iu his testimony 
last year, unwillingly admitted that he had as high as 85, so that if he did 
no better than that he must have dropped about that time a few of those 
quarters which he himself has said have not been plentifully strewn along 
his path in life. But. even at 85 it was a very pretty little profit when it 
is remembered that the only consideration for that $50,000,000 of stock 
was the fraudulent and fictitious claims of the Contract and Finance 
Company. If these claims wore not fraudulent the books of the company 
would never have beeu dropped into the sea or burned to get rid of the 
evidence.

In order to perpetuate bis control of tho road Huntington began to see 
in 1885 that something must be done to quiet the stockholders. Up to 
that time he had frightened them into allowing the stock to stand in his 
name lest they become liable for the debts of the corporation, but appa­
rently this would not work any longer. He then persuaded the owner to 
give him a lease of the road for ninety-nine years on condition that he 
pay 2 per cent dividends on the stock, and he continued to pay that figure 
for six years. The lease which Mr. Huntington hail made for himself 
gave him the power to decide whether he would pay any rent or no rent, 
and so in 1863 he decided it would suit him better to pay no rent beyond 
a nominal sum. Then the dividends ceased until in 18515 and 1897 Sir 
Rivers Wilson squeezed small payments of one-half per cent out of the 
old man. In all, since 1882, tho stock has paid $28 in dividends, and it 
stands the holders in sums ranging from $70 to $90 per share, according 
to the fluctuations of tho market It is now quoted at about $9 a share, 
but it would probably ho hard to sell a thousand shares at that price 
Altogether the foreign stockholders are losers anywhere from $30,000,- 
000 to $40,000,000, and they have no reason to blame anybody but them­
selves. They should not blame Mr. Huntington because he had confessed 
himself dishonest in the hearing of the whole world and they still con­
tinued to trust him.—Examiner.

These are the classes 
who, since history has chrouicled 
the doings of men, have, in every 
land aud iu every clime, enslaved 
those who fed and made them all 
they are. These are they who have 
wrecked and ruined the mighty 
empires and republics of the past 
whose bleaching bones strew the 
highways of human progress.

Today nine-tenths of our people 
suffer iu this land of boundless 
resources, because idle greed aud 
sham moneyed aristocracy, jealous 
of its power, entrenched behind 
laws mafic by themselves, have stolen 
from God’s children their birthright 
to natural opportunities. How long 
are tho many to toll like slaves while 
tne few revel iu luxuries unearned? 
How long are those who add noth- 
ihg to advancing civilization to live 
like priuces and on the proceeds of 

| your toil while you aud your fam­
ilies struggle iu poverty ?

It is time for tho common citizen 
to study up. Idlers amass wealth 
by only a few methods. One is land 
speculation. One is interest taking. 
One is by railroad ownership. One 
is by telegraph ownership. One is 
by telephone ownership. One is by 
owning waterworks. Oue is by
owning light plants. Oue is by 
owning street ear lines. One is by 
owning gas works. One is by mon­
opolizing lints of business which 
should be open to all.

No individual or corporation 
should do auy of these things. 
Private individuals aud corpora­
tions formerly owned the mail 
system and taxed tho pcoplo what 
they pleased for carrying mail. 
They also owned the public road. 
Tiiey owned the school system and 
none could get an education except 
tho well to do.

Part of these systems have been 
changed to the great advantage of 
the public. Tne rest must be 
changed before justice will reign 
supreme. We must bo entirely 
free from public fields, and no in­
dividual or corporation should have 
the power to tax tho people on the 
necessities of civilization.— Edu­
cator, Vineland, N. J.

“ What,” said Jefferson, “ haH de­
stroyed the liberties and the rights 
of man in every government which 
has existed under the sun ? The 
concentration of ull powers into one 
body, no matter whether of the 
autocrats of Russia or of the 
aristocrats of the Venetian state.”

Unlike the Venetian plutocracy, 
our plutocracy operates indirectly 
and therefore more securely. It 
do is not hold the offices, it controls 
the officers. It does not sit in legis­
lative bodies, it buys legislators and 
legislation. It does not dofy the 
laws by force, it buys immunity. 
And, as we are seeing nt Washing­
ton now, it buys legislation for the 
f erpetuation of the very worst evils 
which enabled it to come into exist­
ence.—New York World.

Murderer Melson Hanged at Grant’s

Grant’s Pass. July 2 —The first 
legal execution in Josephiue county 
occurred in the courthouse yard in 
this city at 10:14 a. in. today, when 
Lemuel Melson was banged for the 
murder of Charles Perry iu March. 
1896.

Freshly shaven, robust in ap­
pearance, and with steady step 
Melson walked to the gallows 
unaided. Tho little company, 
headed by Sheriff Hyatt, emerged 
from the jail at a few minutes 
nfter 10 o ’clock, Melson coming 
next, attended by Deputy Fallen 
axd the Rev. Isaac Dawson, who 
administered spiritual consolation.

The condemned man stepped at 
ouce upon the trap, when bis limbs 
were bound in tbe usual mauuer. 
Being asked by the sheriff if be 
desired to make a statement, Mel­
son spoke only these three words, 
"I killed Perry.” The rope was 
quickly ndjusted and the black cap 
drawn over the murderer’s bead. 
He repeated a short supplication 
after the Rev. Lawson, the spring 
was touched and Melsou dropped 
five feet to his death.

The crime for which Melson 
suffered the death penalty was a 
most cold-blooded murder, be hav­
ing lured bis victim, Perry, into 
tbe country under the pretense of 
showing him rich mining property. 
The meu traveled by foot over 
mountain trails into a leraote por_ 
tion of the Siskiyons. They had 
traveled until late into the night 
and camped at au old well near the 
state line between California and 
Oregou, the location being known 
ns the rain statiou.

The Big Miners' Strike Is On.

Pittsburg, July 6.—The great 
wage struggle of the coal miners 
was inaugurated throughout the 
Pittsburg district. By a precon­
certed arrangement of the district 
executive board, United Mine 
Workers’ meetings were held iu 
every mining settlement that was 
represented at Saturday’s conven­
tion iu this city, aud the miners 
were instructed to participate iu 
the great struggle that has begun.

today.
