I am
paid #8150 a week for keeping honest opinions out of the papers I am
connected with. Others of yon are paid similar salaries for doing similar
things. If I should allow opinions to be printed in one issne of my paper,
| Like Othello, my oceupation would be gone. The wman who would be so
| foolish as to write honest opinions wounld be out on the streets looking
| for another job., The busivess of lewling journalista is to distort the

trath, to pervert, to villify, to fawn at the feet of mammon aod to sell Lis

country aud his race for his daily bread, or for what is about the same,
his salary. You know this, and I knaw it, and what foolery to be tonsting
| an independent press.  We are the tools and vassals of the rich meu
| behind the sereens, We are jumping jacks. ! : ring
| dnnee.. Our time, our talent, our powsil
other men. Wao are intellectual prostitutes.”
Some papers have debts, mortgages and bonds standing ont against
| them. These are bought up by the “money power” and then they easily
control the paper. The Medical World has no debt; it is not mortgaged;

Its editor is not in debt; he
is n free and independent man, and owns The Medieal World solely and
absolutely. He is determined to tell the truth as he understauds it,
| without fear nor favor from any sonrce whatever.

The Outlook contains n great dealin this line, and
recently the New York Independent published an exinustive symposium
upon “Government Ownership of Natural Monopolies,” from the pens of
some of our most eminent thinkers. While The Medical World is the
only medical magazine to give attention to these questions most vital to
the financial interest of physicinus, yet au oceasional medien! eontempo-
rary makes an occasional quotation from Our Monthly Tahk aod also,
oceasionally, independent comments are made. Perbaps our contempo-
raries arve afraid of losing subseribers. When we determined that it was
ounr duty to take the course we have, we very much feared that many
subseribers would complain and drop out.  Many men, even some doctors,
are controllad by prejudice and preconseived though bally founded opin-
ions.
