But with unr preseut light, 
it appears to ns that the Labor 
Exchange is something more thau 
an “entering wedge”. It has with­
in it the elements of endurance; it 
possesses nothing that uufils for 
the freest and most prosperous 
kind of a society. In the first 
place it provides for equity in ex­
change of labor’s product— the fun­
damental principles of such a soci­
ety. Next, it is purely \oluntary. 
It does not interfere with the exist­
ence of other organizations of a 
just nature. Again, it is co-oper­
ative, leadiug to fraternity, yet doee 
not force co op. ration on any one 
who does not believe in it. It 
leaves plenty of room for those 
who prefer individual to co-operat­
ive effort It is sufficiently united in 
its organization as a whole, for con­
venience in regulating any neces­
sary business arrangements, and 
for the fostering of brotherliuess 
among its members; yet each 
branch is freo enough to satisfy 
tlit* most zealous advocate of indi­
vidual liberty. Its orgsnization is 
such that tli« most gigantic enter­
prise, such as railr aid building, 
could be managed successfully. 
The organization of 60 In-gen body 
of people as belongs to a great 
nation like the United States, under 
one head to which every one must 
how, whether willing or not, must 
fie fiaiiglit with danger, no matter 
how well planned. There must 
always be more or less of corrup­
tion, despotism, unfairness But 
tlie simple Labor Exchange, which 
provides a mere center of commn- 
nication and instruction, while it 
leaves each branch fiee to work in [ 
its own way, for  es no one into its 
ranks and interferes with no other 
organization, seems to ns the ideal , 
plan of a just and happy society.' 
It is local, self-government, pnrol 
and simple. It is more than a 
wedge— it is a pattern.— Lubor i 
Exchnnge Guide.
