Messrs. Noble & Saunders com­
pleted their government contract 
on the river Monday.

En. H erald : This finds “Don Ilex” 
seated on a stack of prune boxes, 
writing by the light of a drier. Five 
driers are running here nt B. C. 
Agee's, »lay aud night, and 12,000 
pounds of dried prunes are taken 
off from these five driers every 24 
hi urs. Prune pickers are getting 
3 cents per box. Each box holds 
one bushel or CO pounds, and good 
pickers make from ?1 to $1.50 per 
day. Tbe price of prunes now is 
5 cents, anti at 5 centu prunes are a 
paying crop. There are ICO acres 
in prunes here at Agee’s and a good 
many smaller orchards along the 
river now bearing and many young 
orchards not yet bearing. In pick­
ing, one man shakes tbe trees for 
the pickers and they gather them in 
buckets and put them in boxes. The 
trees are gone over twice; a light 
shaking is given the first time to get 
tbe ripest fruit, and the next lime, 
about a week later, all the fruit is 
shnken off.

About 45 hands nre working here 
at Agee s; 22 hands are in the five 1 
driers, 20 pickers, two prune nnd ! 
box haulers, and one to shnke trees. j 
The drying will be done by the first 
week in October.
