WAONER BRINGS SUIT.

To Determine His or Compson's Right to 
Be on the Oregon R. R. Commission.

Portland, Or., Oct. 18.— A. I. 
"Wagner, of Salem, who was ap­
pointed railroad commissioner by 
Governor Lord on August 20th 
last in place of II. B. Compson, 
has commenced suit in the state 
circuit court, to have determined 
whether he or Compson is legally 
entitled to hold the office.

While the present action is 
brought only in tho interest of 
Wagner, it will, doubtless, iudi- 
reotly bring forward the question 
of the right of the other two com­
missioners to remain in office.

Attorney J. C. Moreland, coun­
sel for General Compson, will file a 
demurrer to the complniut, and, it 
is understood, a pro form a  decision 
will be declared by tho court, sus­
taining tho demurrer nml dismiss­
in g  the suit. Tho plaintiff will nt 
once appeal to the supreme court 
and ask to have the case advanced 
on the file calendar for a henring at 
the earliest possible moment.

Judge J. H. Nosier secured a hack 
aud team from his sous’—tbe 
Nosier Bro’e—livery stable to drive 
to Norway, about 6 miles above 
this place, to visit Mr. Moomaw’s 
and bring borne some apples. 
Occupauts of the hack on this 
pleasure trip and visit were Judge 
and Mrs. Nosier, aged people, Mrs. 
Bird Nosier (daugliter-iu-law of 
Mr. and Mrs. N. and daughter of 
Mr. Moouiaw of Norway, whom 
they had visited) aud her baby, 
aged about 3 months, and Miss 
Myrtle Briuker, a youug lady whom 
Judge and Mrs. Nosier had raised. 
The trip up had paBsed safely aud 
most eujoyably to all and the happy 
party was returning in the eveu- 
iog, when at a heavy grade on the 
road near Mr. Devereux’s place, 
about a mile this side of Norway, 
a wagon driven by one Dave 
Baker o f North Fork in charge 
met them and an effort made to 
pass. The road was very narrow 
and the declivity ou the outside 
very deep, rocky and steep, precipi­
tous for about 20 feet just next to j 
the road and then sloping some-1 
what to a depth of about 15 feet 
more, and a wire fence and rocks 
below. This was not tbe side the j 
hack was obliged to take, and one j 
of tbe borses becoming restless and ) 
nervous from the passing vehicle, 
the judge tightened the lines ou 
his team and they backed over the 
grade, team and all whirling ovei 
and over till lodged in the fence j 
and on tbe level land nnd rocks be- j 
low, about 30 or 35 feet.

Judge Nosier re­
covered sufficiently to reach his 
wife, but fouud her dend. Young' 
Mrs. Nosier made her way to |

who took the handcar to the spot j 
and brought the judge and Mies 
Blinker home, while others took 
charge of Mrs. Nosler’s body and; 
the wreck. One of tbe liorres was | 
thought to have been killed, but 
got ou bis feef afterward.

Mis. Nosler’s remains were 
brought home about 7 o’clock last 
evening nud the hour of 3 p. m. to­
day set for burial. Mrs. Matilda 
E. Nosier was born in Putman 
county, Indiana, Nov. 20, 1832 
Her mairiage to the judge took 
plnce iu 1850, so thnt the celebration 
of theirgolden wedding anniversary 
seemed but a little way off wbeu 
this most fearful visitation oo sud­
denly came upon them and called 
her hence. Her wounds were all 
over her person—her bead, body 
aud lower limbs being bruised and 
crushed in a fearful manner.

Judge Nosier seems to have 
struck in the wire fence, being cut 
and torn very much as well ns 
bruised. His left shoulder is dis­
located. The judge was also born 
in Putman couuty, Indiana, Much 
17, 1831, being now in bis 06th 
year. The judge put iu a restless 
night nnd is in a serious condition.

Miss Myrtle Brinker suffered 
the dislocation of her left shoulder 
and some bad bruises, but we be­
lieve no other broken bones nor 
serious hurts. We have already 
noted above that the younger Mrs. 
Nosier and her baby escaped seri­
ous injury.

The hack was badly broken up, 
and tbe team more or less hurt.

The work was under the 
supervision of F. R. Archer, who 
is a thoroughly competent man 
nnd faithful to his trust.

Feud in Curry County.

Crescent City, Cal., Oct. 15.— At 
Chetco, in Curry couuty, Or., a feud 
which had manifested itself in small 
quarrels for several months, has 
broken out with fresh fury, and two 
men have narrowly escaped with 
their lives. Chetco is Dear the 
boundary line of Del Norte county, 
California. Something like five 
yea-s ago an attempt was made to 
boom the town, and the Coolidges 
and the Van Pelts, residents of the 
town, disagreed over property rights. 
The boom was a failure, but the 
family feud has continued ever 
since.

Last Thursday some persons 
engaged in fishing in the bay near 
the town were fired upon from a 
window of a stone building, and 
several persons on the street were 
mad? to seek shelter from flying 
bullets. The house of E. C. Hughes, 
iu which were women and children, 
was struck by five bullets, one of 
which passed through an organ.

At a meeting of citizens held to 
investigate the matter A1 Coolidge 
nnd YY". A. Smith were charged with 
the shooting, and by the sense of 
the meeting held ns common out­
laws. On Wednesday, E. C. Hughes 
was shot in the hip, nnd Albert 
Snodgrass sustained the loss of part 
of an ear. They were fishing at 
the mouth of the Chetco. when they 
were fired on by persons hidden on 

) a hill not far distant. Further 
I serious trouble is feared.
