It is said that if a lamp wick is
soaked in vinegar 24 honrs before
being placed in the lamp a cleaner
flame will be insured. Wicks rhould
be changed often as they soon be-
come clogged and do not permit
the free passage of the oil.

Currants dried at home for win-
ter use are much nicer than those
that ean be bought, and are easily
done. Pick them over and remove
the etems, sprend them on plates,
sprinkle well with sugar, and then
dry them in the sun or in a slow
oven.

Great eare should be taken of n
baby's finger nails. They are often
brittle and should be very earefully
eut, so that there are no rongh
places to eateh in its elothing and
be torn, as this is very painful, and
it is a long while before the nail
grows again.
