Akron, Ohio.—Branch No. 191 
is making exellent progress. Our 
present quarters, which were 
thought to be large enough for a 
long time, are cow too small for 
the business that is coming to ns, 
and will have to be enlarged at 
least three times its present capacity 
We have acquired 160 acres of 
land, and have more offered. Have 
begun R. R. buildings, with nil our 
smaller rndustries prosperous. 
Our good neighbors, branch 224 at 
Alliance, gave an enjoyable picnic 
otr the 28th of August. This was 
an educational move in the right 
direction.— Fraternally,R.E. Nevin, 
organizer.

Alliance, Ohio, branch 224 has 
been running about two months.

'm an with horse and wagon (which 
was deposited by branch 245, Col­
umbiana, Ohio) gathereing us pro 
duce, and selling our brooms. We 
also have a large rack for hauling 
baskets from one place to another. 
It will bold one car-load. Three 
people making rag carpets. Coal 
mine workiug fifteen men. Will 
have capacity this wilder for fifty 
men in the mine. We got this 
mine by paying one-sixth o f the 
ooul in royalty. The plant cost 
925,000' and includes a fifty acre 
farm, and coal under one hundred 
Md'twenty acres more. When we 
pay 914*000 in royalty with coal, 
the plant is ours- which we will 
do ii> three year’s time, and can 
baild each worker a home on the 
Mty acres. We have for deposit 
witb other branches the following;

INTERESTING DECISION.

Professional Opinion Not One's Own Properly.
A Lost Art.

Springfield, lit., Nov. 2.—A deci­
sion which has just been rendered 
by the supreme court in the case of 
Dixon vs. the people is of great 
interest to professional men who are 
called upon to give expert testimony 
iu the courts. Dr. Salmon was 
called an nn expert witness in n 
personal injury case against the city 
of Spriugfiehl, but refused to testify 
until he was first paid a reasonable 
fee for this service, claiming that 
his professional opinion was his own 
property and could not be taken 
away from him except by due process 
of law as provided in the state 
constitution. Judge Creighton 
ruled against him and fined him for 
contempt of court. The court held 
that this professional knowledge is 
not personal property in the mean­
ing of the constitution and the couit 
has the right to compel witnesses 
to testify. To make such a distinc­
tion would defeat the ends ot justice. 
The finding of Judge Creighton is 
upheld by the supreme court
