has been thoroughly prospected, 
and is known to be one of the best 
mines on the cosst. Fitzbugb & 
Culver are ofieuiog up a uew claim 
wbicb is one among the best. 
Newt Divilbiss has a very rich 
mioe, which be has heretofore 
operated at a great disadvantage, 
running a drift for the gravel then 
send it down a chute to where he 
could work it with a rocker, mak­
ing an average of S5 per day to the 
hand with this primitive process.
