Necessity ol Food Produrti. DUCAL ITEMS.
I .

In No. 21 of tbs Quids appeared | 
an- editorial on the necessity of 
forming a complete circle of e x -1 
changes, in which the following I 
paragraph ocoorred:

“Chief among those whom it is 
essential to interest in the Labor 
Exchange is the firmer. He is 1 
the great producer; the one who 
supplies us with the greatest vari­
ety of the most essential conditions 
of life. Without the fai tner to 
deposit grain, fruits, vegetables 
and produots of the dairy, the La­
bor Exchange is but a make shift, 
and sooner or later must find itself 
congested in its operations.”

We desire to emphasize the 
claim that a prime necessity of the 
Labor Exchange is access to land 
and the products of the land. The 
farmer is the great food raibcr. 
Think for a moment what an 
abundance and variety of food 
products can be raised on an ordi­
nary homestead o f lfJO acres. And 
as those products are the most es­
sential to life, so they are the most 
needed in a circle o* exchangee. 
Without the farmer the complete 
exchange is impossible.

Hence, every branch of the La­
bor Exchange should number 
amoDg its members several men 
engaged in agriculture, in stock 
raising, in fruit culture, aud the 
like, aud every eocouragement 
should be given such members to 
deposit their produots. Unfortun­
ately, under the senseless system 
of isolated farms, the opportuni­
ties foi exchange enjoyed by the 
farmer are limited. He generally 
“ trades,”  for convenience, at the 
country store. I f be is a member 
o f the Labor Exchange, and lives 
in the neighborhood of a Branch, 
he probably begios by depositing 
bis produot at the branch and ends 
by taking it elsewhere. A hun­
dred reosous tuay be assigned for 
this:

When it is possible, the Lnbor 
Exobange Branch should own and 
operate its own farms. Often 
money aud labor expeuded in city 
or town lots and buildings would 
have given better results if used 
to purchase aud improve farm 
property. Witb plenty of bay, 
graio, vegetables, fruit aud dairy 
products as a basis of exchange, 
the Branch would have to be badly 
managed indeed that would fail.— 
Labor Exchange Guide.
