Im­
mediately thereafter Attorney Du- 
prey secured from the clerk of tho 
circuit court a certified copy of said 
bill of exceptions and called upon 
United States Marshal Baldwin to 
serve it and the notice of appeal 
upon Wnrde.u Hale at San Quentin. 
It  was claimed by Attorney Duprey 
that this notice acted ns a stay of 
proceedings, and that the federal 
judges having signed his hill of 
exceptions nothing could prevent 
him from perfecting his appeal 
thereon.

Marshal Balwin, acting upon the 
advice of the United States attorney, 
nccompnied Attorney Duprey to San 
Quentin and served the documents 
upon Warden Hale. That official 
at ouce referred the matter to the 
state attorney-general, who advised 
Inin thnt the acceptance of service 
of such documents as had been sub­
mitted to him does not act as a stay 
of execution, and there was no legal 
reason why be should not proceed 
with the execution.

Duprey at once repaired to the 
United States circuit court in order,
