The Sensible Plan.

The co-operative system is show­
ing its beneficent influence to a 
very marked degree upon the chil­
dren o f Raskin. In public schools 
on tbe outside all children are 
forced to take practically the same 
course o f study. They are put 
into school in much the same man­
ner that grain is put iuto the hop­
per of a mill. Inclination, taste 
and nptitude for certain branches 
cut no figure. A ll must be run 
through the snme mill and pass 
through the same sieve. In 
Ruskin all this is chauged. The 
child who prefers and has an apti­
tude for mnsic, and no tulent for 
algebra, may devote a great part of 
bisor her time to the former, and is 
not forced to agonize over tho lat­
ter; the one who has a talent for 
art is not compelled to putin weary 
years on Latin, history or the 
sciences. A ll are expected to ac­
quire n general knowledge of the 
“ common brnnehes”  aa a basis for 
farther 6tudy, and then they are 
at liberty to pursue such cources 
as they seem fitted to master. 
This system develops the best 
there is in a child. Ho is more 
interested, more happy, and will 
become fur more useful. There 
are some of ns old stagers who un­
derstand tho rationale of socialism, 
but con never hope to be able to 
practice it in all its beauty. We 
do the best we can, and leave to 
our children tbe task of carrying 
the system to a higher ethical and 
praclicle plane, in the hope tlint | 
tbeir surrouudiugs and education 
will fit them to take lip the work 
where wo lay it down. That this 
hope isuot illusive is demonstrated 
more fully every day iu Ruskio.—  
Coming Nation.
