| state aud county elections is draw- |
[ing near, I have councluded to mi-i
| vance & few of my ideas to the vo-|

ting population of our county|
throngh your paper if you deem |
| them worthy of the required space. |

First—Let us stand by the In-|
itintive aad Referendum, first, last |
and all the time, as that is the found- |
! ation on which the people must
agree in order to stop class legisla-
tion. I hope our state and ecounty |
cectral commttees will require that
every man, before voting in our pri-
| maries or accepting a nomination
for any office, to sign a pledge to
stand by these prineciples.

Second—As we claim to be a party
that believes in “a government of
the people, for the people and by
the people”-—let us stay as far from
the principles of a monarchial gov- |
ernment ns we cousistant!y can, and |
not elect any one man for more than |
two successive terms of the same
office, for we have plenty of just as
good material as we have used.
And right here will suggest, as we
have the welfare of all our fellow-
mwen at heart, I believe it our duty
to unite with any and all parties
that will endorse thess principles in
selecting candidates to run for the
different offices in our coming elec-
tions.

And now I will mention a few
laws I hope will be passed at the
next gession of our legislature:

First—A law that will compel
those éntitled to a seat in our law-
making bods to come forward on
the day appointed, or within five
days thereafter — unless sickness
prevents--and be sworain. In case
of failure to comply with this law,
it should be the duty of the gover-
nor to notify the county jrdge of
eounty of the vacancy that has ce-
eurred. It will them be the duty of
that judge to eall an extrn session
of the commissioners’ court forth-
with, and they should proceed to
appoint a man to fill the vacancy;
for as we believe in a majority rul-
ing let the party who enncts a bad
law or elects an unpepular senator
be respounsible for their nets sud not
block the wheels of the entive gov-
ernment.

Second—To amend onr assess-
ment and tax-collecting laws. To
cheapen and make n more necurate
assessment, dividing the county into
districts of frow three to five pre-
cincts; the voters of each district to
elect an assessor, and all the nssess-
