The Battle Ship Maine Blown Up.

Hnvann, Feb, 16.—At a quarter 
to 10 o’clocL last eveiiiDg a terrible 
explosion look place on board the 
United States battlesbip Main«, in 
llavena harbor. Many were killed 
or wounded.

Tbe explosion shook tbe whole 
city. Tbe windows were broken iu 
nil tbe bouses. Tbe correspondent 
of Associated Press 6ays he has 
conversed with several of the 
wounded sailors, and understands 
from them that tbe explosion took 
place while they were asleep, so 
they can give no particulars as to 
tbe cause.

Key West, Fla, Feb. 18.—The 
correspondent here of tbe Associ­
ated Press has returned to this place 
on board the steamer Olivette from 
the scene of the wreck of the United 
States battle-ship Maine in Havana 
harbor.

Admiral Montelola has summoned 
Capt. Sigabee to appear before Mil­
itary Judge Peral to make the neces­
sary depositions.

When the keys of the magazine 
were delivered to Capt. Sigsbee, the 
temperature of the forward maga­
zine was 5‘J degrees, and it is said 
no high explosives were stored there 
which would seem to make the mys­
tery more dense. Fears are ex­
pressed here that the divers will not 
be able to throw light on the cause 
of the disaster, since the forward 
atoms. As this dispatch is sent no 
news of importance has been re­
ceived here from Huvuua or from 
the fleet.

As for the Maine herself, notwith­
standing the discouraging reports 
from Lieutenant Howe as tc her 
condition, the navy department will 
try to raise her. While this is re­
quired by every creditable sentiment, 
they say they are bound to remove 
the hull from the small liabor.

He describes the whole forward 
body of the ship as completely col- 
lapsed where the shock of the ex­
plosion was hearest. Photographs 
of the wreck will be sent to the de­
ment.

New York, Feb. 18.—The Even­
ing World contains a copyrighted 
cablegram from Havana, signed by 
Sylvester Scoville, which repeats 
graphically the story of the blow­
ing up of the battleship Maine, and 
says:

“ I shall now quote what Senor 
Congosto, then actiDg govenor-gen- 
eral nnd fulfilling tho functions of 
that responsible position, said to me 
the D ig h t  before the Maine arrived. 
Consul-General Lee hnd told him 
that afternoon that the warship 
would come. Congosto belligerently 
objected. General Leo said: Re­
member, if nny trouble does occur, 
I will have the whole fleet here in 
four hours.

“Shortly after, I saw Secretary 
Congosto and he was very mad. He 
was also indiscreet. He said to me, 
‘If you people would only let ns 
alone, it would be nil right Spam 
hns pnt up with more than any 
other nation would hare done. I 
have warned you that there will be 
trouble if the Maine comes here, 
If you want war you can have it  
You will find Spain hat not forgot­
ten how to fight.’ ”

An Ordinance to Provide for the 
TuxiDg and Licensing Persons 
who bhnll Engnge in auy Husnu s» 
Within tho Corporate Limits of 
the Town of Coquilie City.

The Tovn o f Coquilie Cit<j dues or­dain as follows:
1. That it shall be unlawful for 

any person, persons or corporation 
to engnge iu or carry on, w ithin the

Grocery store, dry goods Btore, 
general merchandise store, drug 
store, hardware store, racket store, 
shoe store, furniture store, millinery 
store, harness store, confectionery 
store, notion store, jewelry «tore, 
hotel, restaurant, boarding house, 
carpenter shop, blucksmilh shop, 
wagon shop, blacksmith and wagon 
shop, shoe shop, harness shop, bnr- 
her shopjewelersilversniith, machine 
shop,gun shop, tin shop, feed stable,

fifty cents per month.

The license tax for engaging in 
the business of n meat market, con­
fectionery store, barber shop, black­
smith shop, wagon shop, blacksmith 
nnd wagon shop, shoe shop, harness 
shop, or shoe shop and harness shop, 
machine shop, printing office, feed 
stable, livery stable feed, nnd 
livery stable, silversmith, jewelery 
store, jeweler shop, attorney at law, 
deatist, physician nnd surgeon, soda 
water works, shall be twenty five 
cents per month.

The license tax for engaging in 
the business of an insurance agent 
shall be one dollar per month for 
each and every company represented 
by said insurance agent.

The license tax for carrying on 
any other business, nvoention or 
profession not hereinbefore men­
tioned, and not otherwise provided 
for by ordinance shall be fifty cents 
per month.

4, The town treasurer shall issue 
no licenso for a longer period than 
one year, nor for a shorter period 
than one month, except upon pay­
ment of full monthly rates, and all 
monthly licenaes issued shall expire 
on the last day of the calendar 
month in which they are issued.

5. Any person, persons or cor­
poration engaging in any business
