THE PRESIDENT'S ULTIMATUM.

Spanish Sovereignity Ceases, Evacuation Is
Demanded of the West Indies Togethor 

With Occupation of Manila.

Washington, Aug. 2.—The cab­
inet was in session an hour. It was 
stated no word had come from 
Spain. It was decided to make 
public our terms of peace.

Washington, Aug. 2.—Following 
is the full text of the official state­
ment given out by authority of the 
president as to terms of pence 
offered Spain by the United States. 
The president does not now put for­
ward any claim for indemnity, but 
requires tbe relinquishment of all 
claims of sovereignty over or title 
to the island of Cuba, as well as the 
evacuation by Spain of the islands.

Cession to the United States and 
immediate evacuation of Porto Rico 
and all the other islands under 
Spanish sovereignty in tho West 
Indies aud cession of an island of 
the Ladrones. The United States 
will occupy and hold the city, bay 
nnd harbor of Manila, pending con­
clusion of a treaty of peace, which 
shall determine the disposition of 
the Philippines. If terms are ac­
cepted by Spain in entirety, it is 
stated that commissioners will be 
named by the United States to meet 
commissioners on the part of Spain,

I for the purpose of concluding a 
| treaty of peace on the basis above 
indicated.

ANOTO ER FRIZE.

Key West, Aug. 1.—The Spanish 
schooner Dolores, sixty tons, loaded 
with corn nnd provisions, and bound 
from Progresso, Mexico, for Bata- 
banco, has been added to tbe list of 
war prizes. She was captured by 
the gunboat Eagle, near Corrititos 
bay, a week ago yesterday, and was 
brought in today by Ensign Craven.

Sick and wounded Spanish sol­
diers to the number of 382, some 
of whom have lost legs and arms, 
are nboard the prizes, which are held 
in quarantine.
