Was convened in this city last Wed­
nesday evening, as per previous an­
nouncement in the H erald, at the 
Southern Methodist church. The 
attendance of delegates was not 
large, but the sessions of the body 
were noue the less interesting, while 
the night meetings were largely at­
tended, the people generally regard­
ing them as public or mass matings;

come. Tho president, Rev. Mrs. 
Scott, of Bandon, recording secre­
tary, Mrs. J. S. Lawrence, of Co­
quille City, and treasurer, Mrs. L e­
ona Beyers, of Willowdale, were 
each present and officially advanced 
tho cause by taking active and in­
telligent part iu the work.

The decorations at the church 
were handsome, chieliy by cut flow­
ers aud pot plants and ferns pro­
fusely placed about the roBtrum aud 
organ. The program of the first 
meeting — Thursday evening — 
opened with a beautiful temperance 
anthem, by the choir—“ It  is a Good 
Thing to Give Thanks Unto the 
Lord” ; reading of scripture lesson 
by the president aud prayer by Rev. 
W. B. Smith; , trio, “ O, Beetles» Sea" 
— Mrs. C. H. Nosier, soprano, L. H. 
Hazard, tenor, Aaron Wilson, bass, 
Mrs. Hazard, organist; address of 
welcome by Miss Clara Gage; re­
sponse being read by Mrs. Disher, 
in the absence of Miss Alice Bey­
ers of Sumner; song by the choir 
“The Temperance Brigade;” presi­
dent’s address; song by the choir— 
“For God and Home and Native 
Land;” appointment of committees; 
song by the choir— “ There is a Sad­
ness Tonight.”

The president’s address was a 
very able and instructive one, and 
the songs by the choir appropriate 
and charmingly given.

The day’s proceedings were chiefly 
•‘business,”«Dd mainly attended by 
members of the W. C. T. U., whose 
numbers were augmented by ar­
rivals on the noon boats and in 
private conveyances Thursday 
afternoon’s program was somewhat 
ohanged ty  takiDg from the night 
program Mrs. Disher’s splendid 
paper on “ Equal Suffrage,” which 
was read at this session, and plac­
ing on the night program, instead, 
an address by Rev. H. F.Burgess of 
California.

Thursday night’s, aud concluding 
session of the convention, was more 
than a success, the church being 
crowded and a happy spirit per­
vading the audience. The services 
opened with an anthem by the choir 
— “The Heavens Declare the Glory 
of God;”  devotions were conducted 
by the president nnd an opening 
prayer by Rev. C. A. Stine; male 
quartet, “Keep the Teaipersoce Bell 
Rolling”— A. A. Leach, 1st tenor, 
Howard Wrensliall, 2d tenor, J. S. 
McEwen, lBt bass, Aaron Wilson, 
2d bass; Miss Marvin Lamb, organ­
ist. Here followed the “ Gray 
Medal Content:'’ No 1— Mrs. Dr. 
Moore, Coquille City— "A  Rum- 
seller’s Legal Right;” No. 2— Mrs. 
Wise, Myrtle Point—“The Boys of 
America;” No 3—Mrs. Leona Bey­
ers, Fishtrap— “ Israel Mourning 
for Her Sons;” No 4-M ra. W. W. 
Gage, Coquille City— “Noble Chris­
tian Womanhood;” No 5—(not 
present); No. 6—Mrs. Adda R. Scott 
of Bandon—“The Young American’s 
War Cry.” At the close of these 
recitations, the judges, Rev. H. F. 
Burgess, Mr. Abernathy aud a lady 
from Beaver Hill (whoso name we 
failed to learn) retired nnd con­
sulted, and within a few minutes re­
turned and announced that the 
committee was not unanimous, but 
that two had decided to give the 
medal to No. 6—Adda R. Scott, of 
The other favored Mrs. Dr. Moore, 
of this city. This being the first 
prize of the “Gray” medals award 
m this county, and so far as known 
in this state, a special interest cen­
tered in the contest and the fairness 
of the awnrd.
