All the Phillppines Were Surrendered.

Hong Kong, Aug. 17.—The terms
of surrender to Admiral Dewey and
General Merritt'are as follows:

_Capitulation of all the Philip-
pines.

Officers allowed to retain their
swords and personal effects, but not
their horses, during their stay in
Manila.

Priscners of war surrendering
their arms will have necessary sup-
plies provided from the treasury.
When that is exhausted the Ameri-
cans are to make provision.

The future disposition of the
Spanish troops who surrendéred is
to be determined by negotiations
befween the respective governments.

Arms may be returned, at General
Merritt's diseretion.

Banks will continue to operate
under exieting regulations, which
are subject to change by the United
States government.

The commissioners who signed
the terms of capitulation are:

For America — General Greene,
Colonels Whittier and Crowder and
Captain Lawbecton.

For Spain — Colonels San Jose
Maria Laguen, Felin Don Carlos
Reye and General Don Nicolas de
La Pela y Cuellas.

LAST BATTLE OF THE WAR.

Hoog Kong, Aug.17.—Manila was
surrendered, after a nominal defense,
on Saturday, August 16th.

HORRIBLE OUTRAGES.
Committed by Spanish in Porto Rlco, Being
Avenged by the Citizens.

Ponce, Aag. 20.—A warof retalia-
tion against the Spanish residents of
the islard, within the \inerican lines,
is threatened; retulinuion for the
horrible outrages committed by the
Spaish troops at Ciales, where over
eighty persons are said to have
been macheted by the soldiers.
The revolting details of the butcher-
ing of men and women, the ravish-
ing of young girls, and nameless
mutilations, have stirred a ery for
vengeance. Early this morning the
patives burned the town of Costa,
seven wiles from here. The Spanish
residents fled for their lives.
Throughout the surrounding coun-
try the Spaniards are terror stricken
and are appealing to Americans for
protection. Today's editions of two
papers which hysterically demanded
vengeance and the expulsion of all
Span‘sh born residents, were sup-
pressed by the military authorities,
who are doing all in their power to
allay the fears of the Spanish inhab-
itants.
