Dear Sir:: My sttention was ealled
to an article in your issue of the
Oth of August, signed “Taxpayers,”
relative to the change in the plans
of our courthouse, now in course of
construction at Coquille City.

Said avticle, whether intentional
or not, is a reflection on the county
court of which T wasa member, and
shows that the writer is ¢ither .mis-
informed in the matter, or that he
intentionally makes false nssertions
to mislead the general publie.

He makes the following nasser-
tiona: “That the brick courthouse
mapped out by the former adminis-
tration, when properly completed
for bueiness, would ecost not less
than $25,000, whereas by the present
change it m probable (uvot certain)
that the cost will be kept below
$15,000. That the present court on
looking over the plans and specifi-
eations found a number of objee-
tionable features, among which were
that the walls of the wvaults were
only required to be four inches in
thickness. The econtract did not
provide for iron doors for the vaults;
tiling had been overlooked; no pro-
vision had been made for fencing
the bloek, building sidewalks, re-
moving the iron jail into place,
Also the contractor was only re-
quirad to dig the foundation three
feet below the surface, whether the
ground be suitable or not, * * # *
It 18 ulso probable that the old board
would have seen these defects,”

The last assertion is an insinoa-
tion that the old board, in adopting
and perfecting plans, ete, for the
courthouse, did its work in a
slovenly, haphazard maoner, and
dud not know what kind of a baild-
ing the plans and specifications
called for, nor bad any conception
whatever of the probable cost of
the same.
