people, for permanent betterments 
and for improvements both physi­
cal and mental.

The reading of the presentment 
specifies that the United States will 
re-imburse Spain to the extent of 
her “ pacific expenditures” made in 
the archipelago. This phrase “ pa­
cific expenditures” is employed so 
differential expenditures by Spain 
in combatting insurrections in the 
Philippines.

Thus while the Spaniards 
are tonight quite certain that the 
United States intends to reimburse 
them for “ pacific expenditures,” they 
remark that they are not enlight­
ened as to whether the Americans 
endorse Spanish obligations to the 
extent of the “ pacific expenditures” 
in the archipelago, or whether they 
will haud Spaiu a lump sum of 
gold, large enough to cover Spain’s 
outlay so designated. It. is unlikely, 
however, that the Americans will 
care to become identified, in the 
slightest degree, with Spaiu in her 
reponsibilities to her creditors. The 
clearer method seems to be to band 
to Spain “spot ensh.”

Senator Chandler says: “ If Spain 
will pay us $400,000,000 war indem­
nity I am willii g to have her deduct 
therefrom $40,000,00(1 for surren­
dering sovereignty in the Philip­
pines, to which we ought to give, 
if possible, the blessings of religious 
liberty and self-government, as we 
have given them to Cuba.”

Senator Tillman says: “I am op
posed to paying any sum of money 
to Spain for the Philippines, and 
am equally opposed to holding them 
as conquered territory. But if we 
demand their concession, we should 
not assume any debts on that ac­
count, aud we could then sell them 
to help pay the expenses of the 
war.”

Senator Pettigrew says: “ I am
not in favor of acquiring the Philip­
pine islauds at any price. They 
should be allowed to form a govern­
ment of their own. All govern­
ments derive their just powers from 
the consent of the governed.” 

Senator Sullivan say»: "The re­
tention of the Philippines, which I 
approve, can be justified only as a 
legitimate result of Spanish outrage 
and American victory, aside from 
the original question of humanity.

3. To enforce the Anti-Trust law, 
which aimB at compelling the rail­
roads, in return for the rich fran­
chises given to them by the people, 
to render to all the people alike an 
equal service at an equal price.
