Origin of an Oregon Band of Angoras.

To tie Eprror: It may be of in-
terest to some of the many readers
of your paper to know the bhistory
of my swmall band of Angora goats,
Some time prior to 1873, Landrum
& Rogers who were in partnership
at that time in the Angora gont
business, sold 137 head of fine grade
Angora ewes to Richard Willinms,
At the same time Mr. Williams
bought a fine pure-bred buck of
Lundrum & Rogers. In 1873 Will- |
inms sold this band of goatsto Rev. |
C. B. Marsters, then of Siskiyou |
county, Californin. The prices paid
were 15 per head for the ewes, and |
$424 for the buck.

We used this buck for several |
yeurs and then used his half-brother. |
These two bueks were sired by aa
imported buek called “Hornless,” |
which was owned by Landrum &
Rogers, and which had taken the
premium several tiies in succession
in California.

The first buck we got we ealled
“Andy.” He was said to have |
sheared eight pounds at six months |
of age. We let him run with a
band of 100 ewes the year rouud
and did not give him any extra care.
He sheared from eight to nine and
one-half pounds, aud his fleece was
as pure as could be-—unot o particle
of kemp could be found in it.

We are always very careful not
to breed from “kempy” bucks and
have inbred a good many times to
nvoid the use of that kind of buecks.
