Bill No. 383 (special appropria­
tions) caused long delay in the final 
adjournment, and was so changed 
and cut to pieces in the closing 
hours that it has not been arranged 
in shape for publication. It con­
sists largely of public and private 
snaps. The items that passed with 
it include the Weston Normal school 
appropriation of $16,000; Mon­
mouth Normal, 18,000; Second Ore­
gon district fair, $4934.30; Boys’ 
and Girls’ Aid Society, $5000; Cor­
vallis Agricultural College, $19,336; 
building at the Monmouth Normal 
school, $10,000; asylum repairs, 
$60,800; capitol repairs and grounds, 
$18,231, state fair indebtedness, 
$7000; school land commission, 
$3000; Maps, $6000; clerical aid, 
$3000; repayment of money on 
school lands to which the state can 
give no title, $120,000; new wing at 
penitentiary, $15,000; pay for late 
members of the late hold-up legis­
lature, and a number of assistant 
sergeants at arms of the same; 
minor items of all kinds, including 
$60 to W. I. Staley for engrossing 
memorial to Governor Geer on the 
death of his wife.

The second special appropriation 
bill, containing the claim of John 
Hall and a few others not deemed 
of sufficient merit to entitle them 
to have a place in either the regu­
lar or special appropriation bills, 
died of neglect in the senate, after 
Hall’s $6600 claim had been cut

NICARAGUA AGAIN HAS OFFENDED.

Zelaya's Government Likely to Be Called to
Account by the United States— Censor­

ship on Cable Lines.

New York, Feb. 22.—A dispatch 
to the Herald from Washington 

j says: Nicaragua has again and
again offended the United States, 
and is to be called to account for 

, her impolite action.
Apparently at the instance of the 

( Nicaraguan government, such cen­
sorship has been applied to all cable 

I and telegraph lines controlled by 
President Zelayn so that it has been 
absolutely Impossible for the state 
or navy departments to communi­
cate with their ageuts. Protests 
made to Senor Correa, the Nicara­
guan minister here, are of no avail. 
Protests to the cable companies 
have produced no result. The ad­
ministration has finally determined 
to take the matter into its own hands 
and has ordered a navnl investiga­
tion preparatory to such action as 
may seem proper.

The cruiser Detroit will make the 
investigation. Her commanding 
officer, Commander J. H. Dayton, 
has been ordered to proceed with 
his vessel from New Orleans to Blue- 
fields, where he will consult with 
Commander F. H. Sviuouds, com­
manding the Marietta, now there, 
aud deliver to him the instructions 
that the navy department has been 
vainly trying to send by cable.

AN OHIO JOURNALIST IN CONTEMPT,

Charged With Publishing News Favorable to 
the Standard Oil Company and 

Its Interests.

Columbus, O., Feb. 21.—During 
the taking of testimony before a 
notary this afternoon in the suits 
of the Standard Oil Company ami 
Buckeye Company, Mnlcomb Jen­
nings, a well-known newspaper man, 
was cited to appear for contempt in 
refusing to give a list of newspapers 
with whom it was alleged that Jen­
nings had, ns the head of a news 
bureau, made contracts to publish 
matter favorable only to the Stand­
ard Oil Company’s interests. The 
attorneys for the Standard Oil Com­
pany protested that such testimony 
could only be taken by a master

New York's Pauper Dead.

New York, Feb. 21.—Packed away 
each in a refrigerator cell, amid tons 
of ice, there were in the morgue 
until today 170 bodies of the city’s 
unknown and homeless dead, the 
largest number ever gathered there 
since the present morgue was built 
The cause of this was that the city 
burying-ground on Hart's island 
was hemmed in with ice, and could 
not be approached by the steamers 
of the charity department.

The city supports on Hart’s island 
a colony of 40 men whose duty it is 
to dig graves in the potter’s field. 
These men for ten days have been 
without occupation.
